Both the Houses of Parliament were adjourned till 12 Noon following
heated arguments between the Treasury and Opposition benches over
various issues. In the Lok Sabha, when the House met this morning,
Speaker Om Birla expressed unhappiness over the continued logjam and
conduct of opposition members. He said, all members must maintain
decorum of the House and work towards fulfillment of aspirations and
expectations of people of the country. Mr. Birla said, the conduct of
opposition is not appropriate and it is against the rules and procedures of
the House. Opposition MPs including Congress and DMK objected to the
remarks of the Speaker saying,the treasury bench is disrupting the
proceedings. After this, members of the Treasury bench started
sloganeering against the opposition. Amid din, the Speaker adjourned the



House till 12 Noon.

Similar scenes prevailed in the Upper House. Aam Aadmi Party
member Sanjay Singh raised the issue of law and order in Delhi. It was
countered by the Treasury bench members. Repeated appeals by the
Chairman Jagdeep Dhankhar to maintain decorum remain unheard. Amid
pandemonium, the Chairman adjourned the House till 12 Noon.

Earlier, the Rajya Sabha paid obituary to Former Chief Minister of
Karnataka and former External Affairs Minister SM Krishna and observed
silence for few minutes as a mark of respect.

Bangladesh expected resolution of all "unsettled issues" with India in
the quickest possible time.Following One-day foreign office consultation
(FOC) with India in Dhaka on Monday,Bangladesh's foreign secretary
Jashim Uddin expressed the desire to work together with India in this
regard.

Bangladesh's foreign secretary reiterated Bangladesh's historic
relation with India and said, both sides agreed to carry it forward in a
"free, frank and candid" discussion.

He said during the meeting, India expressed its interest in advancing
constructive and positive relations with Bangladesh. However, concerns
were raised by India regarding the safety of minority communities and
"attacks on cultural, religious, and diplomatic properties".

Jashim Uddin said India is one of our biggest trade partners of
Bangladesh and stressed for removal of existing tariff and non-tariff
barriers. He also requested for an undisrupted supply of essential
commodities from India.

According to a report from Bangladesh Sangbad Sangstha (BSS), the
river water disputes were discussed in detail during the foreign office
consultation, when Bangladesh stressed inking of Teesta water sharing
deal alongside renewal of the Ganges Water Treaty, which would expire in
2026. Dhaka also sought finalisation of treaties over other common rivers
and expected India's cooperation in sharing flood warning data and flood

management.
