he government and the opposition parties reached a consensus to end the 
deadlock in the ongoing winter session of Parliament, ensuring smooth 
functioning of the Lok Sabha and the Rajya Sabha. 
The breakthrough came during a meeting convened by Lok Sabha Speaker 
Om Birla of the Floor leaders of various political parties at the Parliament 
House on Monday afternoon. During the meeting, Mr Birla requested all the 



members to let the house to function smoothly and the leaders agreed to 
extend their support to run the house smoothly. 
The meeting was attended by Gaurav Gogoi of Congress, Kalyan Banerjee 
of TMC, Lavu Sri Krishna Devarayalu of TDP, T R Baalu of DMK, Supriya 
Sule of NCP, Dharmendra Yadav of SP, Dileshwar Kamait of JD(U), Abhay 
Kushwaha of RJD, Arvind Sawant of Shiv Sena (UBT) among others. 
Later, talking to reporters outside the Parliament, Parliamentary Affairs 
Minister Kiren Rijiju said, the leaders who were present in the meeting have 
assured their support for smooth conduct of both the Houses of Parliament. 
He said, a special discussion on the Constitution to commemorate its 75th 
year of adoption, will be held in the Lok Sabha on 13th and 14th of this 
month. In the Rajya Sabha, the discussion will take place on 16th and 17th 
December. 
Earlier, both the Houses of Parliament could not transact any substantive 
business on the fifth consecutive day today following the opposition’s 
continued ruckus over various issues including alleged bribery charges 
against a prominent business group and violence at Sambhal in Uttar 
Pradesh. Amid uproar, the Lok Sabha and the Rajya Sabha witnessed 
adjournments, first till noon and then for the day. 

PM-CHANDIGARH: Prime Minister Narendra Modi will dedicate to the 
nation the successful implementation of three transformative new criminal 
laws - Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita, Bharatiya Nagarik Suraksha Sanhita, and 
Bharatiiya Sakshya Adhiniyam in Chandigarh today. The new criminal laws, 
which were implemented nationwide on the 1st of July this year, aim to 
make the country’s legal system more transparent, efficient, and adaptable 
to the needs of contemporary society. The theme of the program is 
"Secure Society, Developed India: From Punishment to Justice." The 
program will demonstrate the practical application of these laws, 
demonstrating how they are already reshaping the criminal justice 
landscape. 
JAISHANKAR - NATIONAL SECURITY: External Affairs Minister S 
Jaishankar has called for national security filters for economic decisions, 
including those relating to investment. Addressing the CII Partnership 
Summit in New Delhi, Dr Jaishankar said, we are increasingly in an era of 
leveraging, if not of weaponization. Policy makers, therefore, have to place 
national security filters when it comes to economic decisions, he said. 
External Affairs Minister said, caution must be exercised in trade as the 
nature of commerce and supply chains in the world is such that orthodox 



precautions are not always adequate. Dr Jaishankar said, this is the trend 
the world over and we would ignore it at our own peril. Dr Jaishankar 
suggested collaborating with trusted partners to ensure growth. He said, 
these measures are aimed at creating substantial economic opportunities 
for India. Dr Jaishankar's remarks comes amid increasing global concerns 
over China's aggressive trade practices.        On Donald Trump's second 
term as the US President and the associated implications for India, he 
asserted that India's strategic convergences with the US have only grown 
deeper with time which offers many collaborative opportunities. 
PREZ-ODISHA VISIT: President Droupadi Murmu will embark on a five-
day visit to Odisha beginning today. During her visit, the President will 
unveil the new statue of Pandit Raghunath Murmu and visit Adim Owar 
Jarpa Jaher in Bhubaneswar. She will also offer prayers at Shri Jagannath 
Temple in Puri. The President will grace the 75th anniversary celebration of 
Gopabandhu Ayurveda Mahavidyalaya and attend the Navy Day celebration 
and operational demonstration at the Blue Flag Beach. On 5th of December, 
the President will attend the 40th convocation of the Odisha University of 
Agriculture and Technology in Bhubaneswar. She will also inaugurate the 
new Judicial Court Complex at Bhubaneswar. The following day, President 
Murmu will interact with students, teachers and villagers at Rairangpur. On 
the last day of her visit, the President will lay foundation stone for various 
projects including Bangiriposi-Gorumahisani, Buramara-Chakulia, and 
Badampahar-Kendujhargarh Rail Lines, the Tribal Research and 
Development Centre in Rairangpur, Dandbose Airport in Rairangpur, and 
the Sub-Divisional Hospital in Rairangpur.

Lt. Gen. Singh also highlighted that during the training cadets are apprised 
about the innovative and emerging challenges and accordingly, they are 
being trained.  He said that NCC cadets are also participating in 
environmental protection and are also taking part in ‘Ek Pe Maa Ke Naam’, 
nationwide tree plantation campaign launched by the Prime Minister 
Narendra Modi on 5th of June this year.  
FDI – GROWTH: The Foreign Direct Investment (FDI) has witnessed 



tremendous growth of 45 per cent to over 29 billion dollar in April to 
September this year as compared to the same period last year. According 
to Department for Promotion of Industry and Internal Trade (DPIIT), the 
main sectors of the economy that benefited from the FDI include services, 
computer software and hardware, telecom, automobile, pharmaceuticals 
and chemicals. The FDI inflows lead to higher investments and job creation 
in the economy along with better technology. The FDI inflows for the 
second quarter from July to September  also surged by 43 per cent to 13.6 
billion dollar during the current financial year compared to the same 
quarter last financial year. 
VICE PRESIDENT - MUMBAI VISIT: Vice President Jagdeep Dhankhar 
will be on a day-long visit to Mumbai today. He will attend the Centenary 
Foundation Day of the Central Institute for Research on Cotton Technology 
as the chief guest and will also inaugurate the Centenary Pillar. Union 
Minister of Agriculture and Farmers’ Welfare Shivraj Singh Chauhan, 
Minister of State for Agriculture and Farmers’ Welfare Ramnath Thakur, 
Maharashtra Governor C. P. Radhakrishnan, and other dignitaries will also 
be present on the occasion.  

ROMANIA ELECTION RESULT   
Romania's Social Democratic Party (PSD), part of the ruling coalition, has 
emerged as the frontrunner in Sunday's parliamentary elections. According 
to near-complete results released by the Central Electoral Bureau today, 
the PSD secured 22.12 per cent of the vote for the Senate and 21.9 per 
cent for the Chamber of Deputies. Despite retaining its status as the largest 
political party in Romania, the PSD experienced a decline in its 
parliamentary representation compared to previous terms. 
The nationalist Alliance for the Union of Romanians, a surprise contender in 
the last election, surged to second place with 17.95 per cent of the vote for 
the Senate and 17.56 per cent for the Chamber of Deputies. Another 
coalition partner, the National Liberal Party, garnered 14.64 per cent of the 
vote for the Senate and 13.68 per cent for the Chamber of Deputies. 
Partial results indicate that no single party is poised to secure a majority, 
making a coalition government almost inevitable. 
        Over 8,000 candidates competed for 332 seats in the Chamber of 
Deputies and 137 in the Senate. With more than 18 million registered 
voters, the voter turnout reached 53.33 per cent, surpassing the rates from 
the 2016 and 2020 elections.
