The Centre and the Asian Development Bank (ADB) have signed a 50
million dollar loan agreement for climate-adaptative water harvesting
project in Meghalaya. The loan agreement for the Climate-Adaptative
Community-Based Water-Harvesting Project was signed yesterday by Joint
Secretary in Department of Economic Affairs, Juhi Mukherjee, and Country
Director of ADB’s India Resident Mission, Mio Oka. The project will support
the construction of 532 small water-storage facilities across 12 districts.
These facilities will incorporate climate-resilient designs to capture and
manage heavy rainfall and flash floods during monsoon season. The stored
water shall improve water security during the dry season. Under the
project, three thousand hectares of command area will be developed to
provide reliable irrigation areas for farmers. It will also establish 50
weather stations for gathering and monitoring of climate data, and micro-
irrigation systems in Garo, Jaintia, and Khasi regions. The ADB will help
strengthen the capacity of the Meghalaya State Watershed and Wasteland
Development Agency and the Soil and Water Conservation Department in
water management.

CRICKET-BGT TEST

In Men's Cricket, the second Test match of the Border-Gavaskar
Trophy between India and Australia will begin this morning at Adelaide
Oval. The match is scheduled to start at 9:30 AM Indian Standard Time.
The contest will be a day-night encounter, played with the pink ball. The
visitors, leading the series 1-nil after their convincing win in the first Test in
Perth, will be looking to extend their dominance. Meanwhile, Australia,
eager to bounce back, will be hoping to level the series. The hosts
announced their starting lineup for the match yesterday, with pacer Scott
Boland replacing the injured Josh Hazlewood. For India, skipper Rohit
Sharma and batter Shubman Gill are expected to return to the playing 11.

With their commanding victory in the first match, India climbed to
the top of the ICC World Test Championship (WTC) standings, displacing
Australia. With five teams still in contention for the WTC final, scheduled to
be played at Lord's cricket ground next year in June, India must beat
Australia convincingly in the series to secure a finals spot without relying
on the results of other teams.

US EARTHQUAKE

A powerful 7.0 magnitude earthquake struck off the coast of northern
California, according to the US Geological Survey. The earthquake, which
hit around mid-morning local time, about 12:30 AM Indian Time today,
occurred about 68 km off the coastal town of Ferndale, causing strong
ground shakes for locals. Multiple aftershocks have been reported since the
initial tremor. A tsunami warning was issued for northern California and
southern Oregon. However, Tsunami warning was late canceled as no
significant threat materialized.
