Finance Ministry has said that the Unified Payments Interface, UPI
achieved a milestone by processing nearly 16.58 billion financial
transactions in a single month in October this year. UPI processed around
23.49 lakh crore rupees across 16.58 billion financial transactions in
October. This marks 45 percent year-on-year growth as compared to
October last year.

The UPI was launched in 2016 by the National Payments Corporation
of India.
