Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman has said that government plans
to appoint 2 lakh Bima Sakhis or insurance agents over the next three
years. Addressing a function to launch 'Bima Sakhi Yojana' in Panipat, Ms
Sitharaman said, 25 thousand Bima Sakhis will be appointed this year.

SOUTH AFRICA- G20

South Africa commenced today its inaugural G20 engagement under
its presidency, which began on December 1, setting the tone for its
leadership tenure.

The
minister further said, South Africa's G20 presidency would emphasize the
importance of adhering to universal values and strengthening multilateral
institutions. Mr. Lamola noted the pivotal role of Sherpas in translating G20
leaders’ commitments into actionable cooperation. The Sherpas Meeting
will be followed by the Finance and Central Bank Deputies Meeting on
December 11-12.
