NT. SOUTRH KOREA IMPEACHMENT

The South Korean foreign ministry sent diplomatic letters to all foreign
missions in the country today, assuring that diplomacy will continue under
the acting leadership of the Prime Minister following the impeachment of
President Yoon Suk Yeol.

The ministry assured that it will continue to proceed with diplomatic
schedules as planned, even under the acting president system," it said in a
message to reporters, hours after the National Assembly voted to impeach
Yoon over the botched martial law order.

South Korean news agency reported that the ministry also said it



instructed all South Korean overseas missions to maintain a disciplined
posture under the grave circumstances and ensure that they carry out their
duties with exceptional determination, while working to maintain friendly
relations with the host countries.

Earlier in the day, South Korea's National Assembly voted to impeach
President Yoon Suk Yeol over his botched imposition of martial law,
suspending him from his duties until the Constitutional Court decides whether
to reinstate him or remove him from office, with citizens cheering over his
impeachment.

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast cold wave to
severe cold wave conditions continue over Northwest and Central India
during the next 2 to 3 days. According to the IMD, cold wave to severe cold
wave conditions will likely prevail over parts of Punjab and Madhya Pradesh
today.

REV. LS-PM CONSTITUTION
