TELANGANA- BJP CHARGESHEET

In Telangana, the BJP has alleged that the Congress government in
the state had failed in implementing its assurances given to the people at
the time of Assembly elections. Releasing a chargesheet in Hyderabad
against the State Government, BJP State President and Union Minister G
Kishan Reddy said the state government also failed to initiate action
against land grabbers though it had assured during election campaign that
it will take strong action if it is voted to power. He pointed out that there is
no difference between the BRS and Congress governments in the state.
The BJP released a 12-page charge sheet against the Congress
government titled, 'Congress Guarantees Garadi-6 lies and 66 Tricks.” Mr
Reddy alleged that the Congress government had not fulfilled any of its
assurances given to farmers, women and youth.

On the other hand, Congress alleged that the BJP released a charge
sheet against the state government’s one year in office just to create
hungama as Prime Minister Narendra Modi warned state BJP leaders.
State Transport Minister P. Prabhakar criticised the BJP’s charge sheet
against the Congress government, and asked the BJP leaders to come for
an open debate on Modi’s guarantees for the past 10 years and the
Congress’s six guarantees.

Meanwhile, Chief Minister Revanth Reddy reaffirmed his
government’s commitment to farmers’ welfare at a press conference last
evening.

India has called for a critical balance between preventing Plastic
Pollution and affecting sustainable development, especially of developing
economies. Making an intervention at the Final Plenary of the 5th session



of the Intergovernmental Negotiating Committee in Busan, South Korea,
India reiterated the enormity of the challenge of Plastic Pollution. India's

statement noted that this is a difficult task which requires mutual trust and
understanding of each other’s circumstances.

US-HUNTER BIDEN

U.S. President Joe Biden has issued a presidential pardon for his son,
Hunter Biden, who was convicted on charges of making false statements
on a gun background check, illegal firearm possession, and tax offenses.

In an official statement, Mr. Biden defended the decision, describing
the charges as politically motivated and emphasizing his role as both a
father and president.

President Joe Biden's decision comes just weeks before Hunter Biden
is set to be sentenced for his conviction in the gun case and guilty plea on
tax charges, and less than two months before president-elect Donald
Trump is due to return to the White House.

Hunter Biden, publicly disclosed he was under federal investigation in
December 2020, in connection with his business dealings in China, and
claims of tax and money laundering law violations. He was also convicted
in June, this year in a Delaware federal court of three felonies for
purchasing a gun in 2018

Meanwhile, President-elect Donald Trump, condemned the pardon.
Trump called it a miscarriage of justice and questioned whether others,
such as January 6 Capitol rioters, would receive similar clemency.
