India will
play its first match against Bangladesh on 20th February in Dubai. On 23 February,
India will clash against arch-rivals Pakistan in Dubai.

The stadiums in Lahore, Karachi and Rawalpindi will host the matches in Pakistan,
while Dubai will host the matches in the UAE.

The first semi-final is scheduled to be played on 4th March in Dubai and the second
semi-final and final is slated for 5 March and 9th of March in Lahore. However, if India
qualifies for the semi final or final, then the matches will be played in Dubai. Moreover,



Indian team is not traveling to Pakistan due to security concerns and will play all of its
matches in Dubai.

2017.
