India’s digital infrastructure has seen remarkable growth, with 138.34
crore Aadhaar numbers generated to date. Key platforms like DigiLocker
now store 776 crore documents for 37.046 crore users, while the DIKSHA
education platform has facilitated 556.37 crore learning sessions, with
17.95 crore course enrollments and 14.37 crore completions.

In an official statement, the Ministry of Information and
Broadcasting highlighted India's evolving digital economy, powered by
innovations in cloud computing, Al, and digital governance.

UPI transactions reached 15.48 billion in November, with a value of
21.55 lakh crore rupees, marking 38 percent Year on Year growth in
volume. Monthly transactions may hit 25 billion by 2025.

India’s data centre industry is expanding rapidly, with National Data
Centres (NDCs) in Delhi, Pune, Bhubaneswar, and Hyderabad providing
cloud services and disaster recovery for government operations. Current IT
load capacity stands at 1,000 Megawatt (MW), while storage has reached
100 Petabyte (PB) with 5,000 servers. A new state-of-the-art NDC is under
development in Guwahati to serve the northeastern region.

Foreign Secretary Vikram Misri will visit Bangladesh today to lead an
Indian delegation at the next round of India-Bangladesh Foreign Office
Consultation (FOC). Ministry of External Affairs (MEA) Spokesperson
Randhir Jaiswal told mediapersons on Friday that the Foreign Secretary will
meet his Bangladesh counterpart in Dhaka, and there will be several other
meetings during the visit.

The FOC led by the Foreign Secretaries is a structured engagement
between Bangladesh and India. This is the first high-level engagement
between India and Bangladesh post political changeover in Bangladesh on
August 5. The last annual FOC was held in New Delhi on November 24,

Earlier on Sunday, while addressing a seminar in Dhaka, Mr Hossain
said that bilateral trade issues and other matters of mutual concern are
expected to be discussed during Mr Misri's visit.

SUDAN-BOMBARDMENT

In Sudan, a least 28 people were killed and 37 others injured in a
bombardment targeting a fuel station south of the capital Khartoum.

According to a volunteer group and local media, the ammonia fuel
station, in Mayo neighborhood, north of Bashair Hospital, was bombed,
resulting in significant human and material losses. A Sudanese news portal
has confirmed that 28 people were killed and 37 others injured in the
bombardment. So far, no party has yet claimed responsibility for the
attack.

Sudan has been gripped by a devastating conflict between the
Sudanese Armed Forces and the paramilitary Rapid Support Forces since
mid-April 2023. According to estimates by international organisations, the
deadly conflict has resulted in more than 27,120 deaths and displaced over
14 million people, either inside or outside Sudan.
