BILLS: Clearance of pending bills to Gram Panchayats, Mandal and Zilla

Parishads rocked Telangana Legislative Assembly today with Bharat Rashtra
Samtihi party member Harish Rao alleging that Government released dues
pertaining to “big contractors” and ignored sarpanches who are facing acute crisis
for want of funds. The second day of third Legislative Assembly resumed today
after it was adjourned Monday last. The issue which figured during Question Hour
in the House resulted in heated arguments between Treasury and Opposition
Benches. The main Opposition BRS staged a walk out in protest accusing
government of dilly dallying on release of funds to gram panchayats one year after
assuming charge. The issue started with Panchayat Raj Minister Danasari Anasuya
alias Seethakka claiming that a total of 691.93 crore rupees was due to be paid to
sarpanches in State up to November this year and added Government was taking

steps to repay amounts soon. Rao alleged that government was unrelenting in spite



of sarpanches calling for a protest against the delays in release of funds. He
claimed that previous BRS Government released 275 crore rupees every month to
gram panchayats. MSL 15

PROTEST: The BRS will hold State-wide protests at 11 am tomorrow, against
the Congress government’s tyrannical, inhuman and oppressive treatment
of Lagacherla farmers of Vikarabad district.
