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CABINET: The Telangana state cabinet meeting, chaired by Chief Minister
Revanth Reddy, is scheduled to be held on January 4 at 4 PM in the Secretariat.
Key topics likely to be discussed in the meeting is include Rythu Bharosa, cash
assistance for landless poor, new ration cards, and the tourism policy. Chief
Minister Revanth Reddy has already announced that the Rythu Bharosa funds will
be credited to farmers’ accounts after Sankranti, and the cabinet is expected to take
a decision on this matter. Discussions are also anticipated regarding the income
limit and application process for new ration cards. The proposal to supply sand,
cement, and steel at subsidized rates for beneficiaries constructing Indiramma
houses might also come up for discussion. The cabinet may deliberate on reports
from the Electricity Commission, BC Dedicated Commission, and SC
Categorization Commission.There is also speculation that a decision could be



made on establishing a special board for the Yadagirigutta temple, similar to the
TTD (Tirumala Tirupati Devasthanams) model.(DESK) 16
UTTAM KUMAR: Telangana Irrigation Minister Uttam Kumar Reddy stated that
2024 has been highly beneficial for the state and that the government has worked
effectively for the welfare of the people.
