PROTEST: State Congress leaders organised a massive 'Chalo Raj Bhavan' rally today to
protest the Central government's handling of the Manipur riots and alleged financial
irregularities involving industrialist Gautam Adani. The rally, led by Pradesh Congress
Committee (TPCC) President Mahesh Kumar Goud began at the Indira Gandhi statue on
Necklace Road and culminated near Raj Bhavan. Chief Minister Revanth Reddy, Deputy
Chief Minister Bhatti Vikramarka, several ministers, MLAs, MLCs, and senior Congress
leaders participated in the demonstration. Chanting slogans against Central government, the
protesters condemned its stance on Manipur riots and demanded accountability regarding the
allegations against popular Adani group. The Congress leaders called on Central government
to address grievances of people of Manipur and ensure a thorough investigation into the
allegations of financial misconduct by the group.

ROR: State Revenue Minister Ponguleti Srinivas Reddy introduced the Bhubharati-2024
Record of Rights (ROR) Act in the Legislative Assembly today. The law is designed to
resolve longstanding land disputes, protect land rights, and overhaul the revenue system to
benefit farmers and landholders across the State. Addressing the Assembly, the Minister
described the Act as a historic milestone. The Bhubharati-2024 Act is expected to strengthen
the revenue system, eliminate corruption, and address land disputes transparently. He
criticized the 2020 ROR Act and its Dharani portal, introduced by the previous
administration, for disrupting land tenure systems and causing significant difficulties for
tribal and rural communities. According to the Minister, the Dharani portal not only failed to
resolve land disputes forcing many farmers to seek legal remedies. Minister Ponguleti hoped
the new Act would serve as a cornerstone for Telangana’s land governance for at least a
century.
