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WALKOUT: Members of the Bharat Rashtra Samithi (BRS) walked out of the

Assembly today after the government refused to allow a discussion on Formula E
car racing issue. The BRS MLAs insisted on a debate over E racing event, which
was brought to Hyderabad by K T Rama Rao with the aim of enhancing
Telangana's global prestige. They protested against legal cases filed against their



leader in connection with the event, claiming that truth would only be revealed
through a discussion in the House. However, State government did not permit
discussion, leading the BRS members to stage a walkout in protest.

LS SINE DIE: Both the Houses of Parliament were today adjourned sine die.

When the Lok Sabha met this morning, opposition members started sloganeering
over Union Home Minister Amit Shah's statement on Dr B R Ambedkar. Amid
ruckus, Speaker Om Birla urged the MPs to strictly follow the rules and desist
from protesting at any gate of Parliament. He also warned them of action in case of
any deviation. Amid din, two bills related to One Nation One Election were
referred to the Joint Committee of Parliament. Later, he adjourned the House sine
die.The Rajya Sabha was first adjourned till 12 noon following uproar in the
House. When the House reassembled at noon, a motion was moved to nominate 12
members to the Joint Committee of Parliament on One nation One election bill. In
his valedictory remark, Chairman Jagadeep Dhankhar regretted that during this
session the Productivity was just around 40 percent due to continuous disruptions.
He called upon members to reaffirm their trust to democratic values. Later, he
