SEETHAKKA :
State Panchayat Raj Minister Dr Danasari Anasuya Seethakka accused the

none of them responded to the death of Revathi, the mother of the ten year old boy who died in
the stampede while her son battling for his life in the hospital even after 11 days after the

incident. Despite the denial of permission the film hero went ahead and visited the

theatre in violation of rules, he said. Questioning the callous and indefensible attitude of
