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GSEC: In a landmark development for India’s tech sector, Google LLC has
announced plans to establish Google Safety Engineering Centre (GSEC) in
Hyderabad. This state-of-the-art facility will be the first of its kind in the Asia-
Pacific region outside Tokyo and only the fifth globally. The GSEC is set to
become a global hub for cyber security, focusing on advanced research, Al driven
security solutions and innovative online safety products. It is expected to play a
transformative role in strengthening India’s cyber security capabilities while
generating thousands of direct and indirect employment opportunities. The state
government made a strong case during Chief minister’s visit to Google’s global
headquarters in August this year.
