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ASSEMBLY: The winter session of the Telangana Legislative Assembly, which
commenced today, was adjourned to December 16 after discussions on the
installation of the Telangana Talli statue on the Secretariat premises, in Hyderabad.
The session began at 1030 hours, with Chief Minister Revanth Reddy announcing
the unveiling of the Telangana Talli statue. The Chief Minister addressed
opposition criticisms regarding the concept of Telangana Talli, emphasising its
cultural and historical significance. He also extended an invitation to all political
parties to participate in the unveiling ceremony. Members of the Assembly
engaged in a discussion on the installation of the statue and expressed their support




for the initiative. Following the discussion, Speaker Gaddam Prasad Kumar
adjourned the session to December 16. MSL 11
HC-EINE: The Telangana High Court has dismissed the petition of Vemulawada
BRS former MLA Chennamaneni Ramesh and expressed deep anger over
misleading the court with false information and fake documents in a citizenship
case that spanned over ten years. The court imposed a fine of 30 lakh rupees on
Ramesh, directing him to pay 25 lakh rupees to his opponent, Adi Srinivas, MLA
and Government whip and 5 lakh rupees to High Court Legal Services Authority.
The High Court directed payments are to be completed within a month.DESK 7
SRIDHAR BABU: Telangana Legislative Assembly Affairs Minister Sridhar
Babu informed the Assembly today that the Telangana Talli statue has been
designed as a reflection of State’s history and cultural heritage. During discussions
on Telangana Talli statue, Minister Sridhar Babu criticised the BRS for abstaining
from the Assembly session. He remarked that the party, instead of engaging in a
meaningful discussion about the statue's design, chose to stay away. He urged BRS
leaders to put politics aside for the day and participate in the unveiling ceremony
as a gesture of unity. State Panchayat Raj Minister Seethakka recalled the
aspirations of Telangana's four crore people and the six-decade-long struggle for
Statehood. Seethakka added that the Congress government had corrected this by
creating a statue that truly reflects the spirit of Telangana’s people, BJP MLA
Payala Shankar expressed his opinion that broader consultations with all political
parties could have enhanced the decision-making process regarding the statue’s
design. MLA Pocharam Srinivas Reddy lauded the design of the Telangana Talli
statue and called for calm and cooperation among all parties. MSL 15
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BRS: A tense situation arose at the Assembly premises when BRS MLAs and
MLCs were stopped by security personnel at the Assembly gate. The security
personnel objected to the BRS representatives wearing T-shirts featuring photos of
Adani and Chief Minister Revanth Reddy, sparking a heated argument. BRS
working president one of the leaders, questioned the rationale behind the
restrictions. Leading the protest Taraka Rama Rao and other BRS party MLAs
raised slogans against the government, protesting their denial of entry into the
Assembly and Council. They also criticised the alleged removal of Bathukamma
and her symbolic “hand mark from the Statue. Police later intervened, detained the
protesting leaders, and moved them away from the site. PN 10

Chief Minister will also address a public
meeting. To make the occasion memorable, the Congress leadership has decided to
mobilised one lakh SHG members besides party workers for the public meeting
around the Secretariat.

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KIRTI VARDHAN DPI: The government today said that more than five crore
fake ration cards have been identified and eliminated in the last 10 years.
Addressing the media on the digital infrastructure and digital connectivity in New
Delhi, Union Minister of State for Environment Kirti Vardhan Singh said that
more than four crore bogus LPG connections have been eliminated across the
country.

Further Singh said that nearly 30 lakh nonexistent
beneficiaries under the Minority Affairs Ministry have been identified and
eliminated while more than two thousand crore non-existent beneficiaries have
been identified in the Agriculture and Farmers Welfare Ministry.

PADDY: Harvested paddy shifted to procurement centres was drenched due to
unseasonal rains in a few places in Kumram Bheem Asifabad and Mancherial
districts today. The average rainfall of Kumram Bheem Asifabad district was
measured to be 6.9 mm while Mancherial district saw an average rainfall of 5
mm,The farmers said they would register huge losses if the government did not
buy the grains and wanted the damaged paddy to be procured without citing high
moisture percent and without reducing Minimum Support Price.

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PARL-ADJOURN: Proceedings of both the Houses of Parliament were marred by
multiple adjournments today over various issues. Treasury and opposition benches
traded barbs over alleged bribery charges against a prominent Indian business
group and alleged links of Congress leaders with a prominent US based foundation
and other issues. Amid the on-going logjam, both Houses have been adjourned for
the day. In the Lok Sabha, the House witnessed three adjournments. Similar scenes
were witnessed in the Rajya Sabha.
