Director of Delhi Fire Service,
Atul Garg, has confirmed that Bhatnagar International School in Paschim
Vihar, Cambridge School Sriniwaspuri, DPS Amar Colony, South Delhi Public
School, Defence Colony, Delhi Public School Safdar Jung Enclave, and
Venkateshawar Global School, Rohini received threats. The bomb detection
team and fire officials are present at the spot.Earlier this week, some
schools in the National Capital Delhi have also received bomb threats via
email.

India's retail inflation eased to 5.48 percent in November, down from
6.2 percent in the previous month of current fiscal year. According to data
released by the Ministry of Statistics and Programme Implementation
(MoSPI), inflation in rural areas stood at 5.95 percent compared to 4.83
percent in urban regions. The food inflation rate for November 2024, based
on the All India Consumer Food Price Index, is provisionally reported at
9.04 percent, down from 10.9 percent recorded in October.

On the production front, India’s industrial output (IIP) rose to 3.5
percent in October this year, as per the data released by the Ministry of
Statistics and Programme Implementation. October marks the second
consecutive month of rise in industrial output, after a slight contraction in
August.

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will today inaugurate multiple
development projects worth 7,000 crore rupees to bolster infrastructure
in Prayagraj, ahead of Maha Kumbh Mela 2025. These projects include the
construction of 10 new Road Over Bridges and flyovers, permanent ghats,
and riverfront roads, all designed to enhance connectivity and ease of
travel in and around Prayagraj. Mr Modi will also inaugurate projects aimed
at preventing untreated sewage from flowing into the Ganga. These
include systems for the interception, tapping, diversion, and treatment of
minor drains that currently discharge into the river.

Prime Minister is scheduled to arrive in Prayagraj around 12:15 PM.
His visit will begin with a ceremonial pooja and darshan at the holy
Sangam, the confluence of the Ganga, Yamuna, and Saraswati rivers. Mr
Modi will then perform pooja at the historic Akshay Vata Vriksh, followed by
visits to Hanuman Mandir and Saraswati Koop for further religious
observances. He will also tour the Mahakumbh exhibition site, providing an
opportunity to showcase preparations for the upcoming Kumbh Mela, which
will be held from 13th January to 26 February, 2025.

During his visit, Mr Modi will also launch ‘Sahayak’ chatbot,
designed to assist visitors during the Mahakumbh. The chatbot,
alongside other projects, is expected to make the event more
organised and accessible while strengthening Prayagraj's identity
as a cultural and spiritual hub.

LOK SABHA - CONSTITUTION

The Lok Sabha will begin a two-day debate today on the Constitution
to mark the beginning of the 75th year of its adoption in the country. As
per the listed agenda of the Lok Sabha, there will be a "Special discussion
on the 75th anniversary of adoption of the Constitution of India". The
discussions will begin after the Question Hour.

Defence Minister Rajnath Singh will initiate the debate on the
Constitution in the Lok Sabha. Prime Minister Narendra Modi is expected to
reply to the two-day debate on the Constitution in the Lok Sabha
tomorrow.

Ahead of the two-day debate, Prime Minister Modi held a strategy
meet, which was attended by Rajnath Singh, Amit Shah and BJP president
JP Nadda, among others. Mr Shah earlier held a meeting with senior BIP
ministers, including Mr Nadda, Commerce Minister Piyush Goyal and
Parliamentary Affairs Minister Kiren Rijiju, at his office in Parliament.

The Rajya Sabha will hold the debate on the Constitution on
December 16 and 17, and Prime Minister Modi is expected to reply to it on
Tuesday in the upper house. The debate on the Constitution has been the
key demand of the opposition for the Winter Session of Parliament.



According to the agreement with the Opposition, the BJP-led NDA
government had agreed to a debate on the Constitution on December 13
and 14 in the Lok Sabha and on December 16 and 17 in the Rajya Sabha.

On November 26, 1949, the Indian Constituent Assembly formally
adopted the Constitution, which came into effect on January 26, 1950,
establishing India as a sovereign, democratic republic.

In 2015, Modi government formally declared November 26 as
Constitution Day (Samvidhan Divas) to honour the adoption of the Indian
Constitution in 1949.
