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REV. PM — HARYANA: Prime Minister Narendra Modi will launch LIC's

Bima Sakhi Yojana and lay the foundation stone of the main campus of
Maharana Pratap Horticultural University at Panipat in Haryana today. The
Bima Sakhi Yojana which is an initiative of Life Insurance Corporation of
India is designed to empower women aged 18 to 70 years, who are Class X
pass. They will receive specialized training and a stipend for the first three
years to promote financial literacy and insurance awareness. After training,
they can serve as LIC agents and the graduate Bima Sakhis will have the
opportunity to qualify for being considered for Development Officer roles in
LIC. On the occasion, Mr Modi will also distribute appointment Certificates
to prospective Bima Sakhis. During the programme, Prime Minister will also
lay the foundation stone of the Main campus of Maharana Pratap
Horticultural University, Karnal. The main campus and six regional research
stations, spread over 495 acres, will be established at a cost of over 700
crore rupees. The University will have one College of Horticulture for
Graduate and Post-Graduate studies and five schools covering 10

More than five thousand business and trade
representatives, diplomats, investors and other participants will attend the
event. After inauguration, thematic sessions will be held on various sectors.
Day two, will be devoted to Pravasi Rajasthani Conclave. MSME Conclave
will be held on concluding day. Top business leaders of the country have
reached Jaipur to participate in the summit. Representatives from 32
countries are participating in this summit, in which 17 are partner
countries. Elaborate efforts are being made from the last several months to
make this event a grand success. The main objective of this event is to
promote investment and industries in the state and create new
employment opportunities. To promote the investment in the state, 9 new
policies have been recently released by the Chief Minister Bhajan Lal
Sharma including Energy, MSME, Tourism and Mining. MoUs worth Rs 30
lakh Crores have been signed for investment proposals prior to the summit.

RAJNATH — RUSSIA: Defence Minister Rajnath Singh will commission the

Indian Navy’s latest multi-role stealth guided missile frigate 'INS Tushil’ at
Yantra Shipyard in Kaliningrad, Russia today. Chief of the Naval Staff,
Admiral Dinesh K Tripathi will also be present on the occasion.

Defence Minister arrived in Moscow last night on a three-day visit to
Russia. Mr Singh and and his Russian counterpart Andrey Belousov will co-
chair the 21st meeting of India-Russia Inter-Governmental Commission on
Military and Military Technical Cooperation in Moscow tomorrow. The
two leaders will review the entire range of multi-faceted relations between



the two countries in the field of defence, including military-to-military and
industrial cooperation. They will also exchange views on contemporary
regional and global issues of mutual interest. The Defence Minister will pay
tributes at ‘The Tomb of the Unknown Soldier’ in Moscow to honour the
Soviet soldiers killed during the Second World War. He will also interact
with the members of the Indian community.

DELHI-POLLUTION: The air quality in the National Capital Delhi, has

deteriorated to the very poor category, with an Air Quality Index (AQI) of
315 as of 8 this evening. According to the Central Pollution Control Board,
AQI in some areas of the city breached the 300 levels. The AQI at Delhi's
Shadipur station was recorded at 390, Anand Vihar at 380, Jahangirpuri at
361, Dwarka-Sector 8 at 315, Punjabi Bagh at 345, and Alipur recorded an
AQI of 327. The India Meteorological Department has forecast that
Delhi and the surrounding NCR are likely to experience smog and shallow
fog during the night and morning hours over the next two days.

REV IMD-WEATHER: The India Meteorological Department has forecast

thunderstorms with lightning at isolated places over Uttarakhand, Punjab,
Haryana-Chandigarh, and West Uttar Pradesh tomorrow. Punjab, Haryana-
Chandigarh-Delhi, Bihar, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal, Sikkim, Assam,
Meghalaya, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram, and Tripura can experience
dense fog in the night and morning hours tomorrow. IMD also predicted
cold wave conditions in isolated pockets of West Rajasthan during the next
2-3 days. The weather office added that parts of the Bay of Bengal can
witness squalls during the next 2 days and advised fishermen to avoid
venturing into the region. IMD further added that there will be no
significant change in minimum temperatures over Central India during the
next 24 hours. Meanwhile, Delhi NCR region witnessed light rainfall this
evening.

MEA SYRIA: Indian Embassy continues to remain operational in

Damascus, Syria. External Affairs Ministry sources said Embassy is in touch
with all Indian nationals, and they are safe. Sources said Embassy remains
available to assist Indian nationals in Syria.



SYRIA — ASSAD: Former Syrian President Bashar al-Assad and his family

have arrived in Moscow after fleeing from the West Asia. Kremlin sources
said that Russia has granted them asylum for humanitarian reasons. Assad
left the country after rebel forces led by Abu Mohammed al-Jolani seized
control of the capital Damascus, ending Assad's decades-long rule. The
Kremlin confirmed Assad's arrival on Sunday, marking the end of a regime
that had maintained power through a brutal civil war with crucial support
from both Moscow and Tehran. The collapse of Assad's government
represents one of the most significant shifts in regional power dynamics in
generations, eliminating a key foothold through which Russia and Iran
projected influence across the Arab world.

REV. HOCKEY - ASIA CUP: In hockey, India registered a crushing victory

over Bangladesh in the Women's Junior Asia Cup at Muscat in Oman last
night. The Indian team secured this victory with a large margin of 13-1.
For India, Mumtaz Khan spearheaded the effort with an impressive four
goals. Supported by hat-tricks from Kanika Siwach and Deepika, India
showcased superior strategy and execution, continuously overwhelming the
Bangladesh defense. Manisha, Beauty Dungdung, and vice-captain Sakshi
Rana also found the back of the net, contributing to the lopsided scoreline.
India will face Malaysia today in their next group game, aiming to defend
their title and secure direct qualification for next year's Junior World Cup in
Santiago, Chile. The match will begin at 8:30 PM IST. Ten teams are
participating in the continental showpiece. Defending champions India
have been placed in Group A along with China, Malaysia, Thailand, and
Bangladesh, while Pool B will feature South Korea, Japan, Chinese Taipei,
Hong Kong, and Sri Lanka. The Junior Asia Cup is a qualifying event for the
FIH Junior World Cup, to be held next year in Chile. The top five teams
from the competition will qualify for the World Cup.

KARNATAKA LEGISLATURE WINTER SESSION: The Winter Session
of Karnataka Legislature will begin from tomorrow. The ten day session is
being held in Suvarna Soudha at Belagavi. Speaking to newsmen in
Belagavi today, Speaker, U T Khadar said, over three thousand questions,
205 calling attention notices and three private member bills have been
received so far. The speaker also said, a photo exhibition is arranged at the
venue of Suvarna Soudha commemorating 100 years of Belagavi Congress



Conference which was presided over by Mahatma Gandhi. The Chairman of
Legislative Council Basavaraj Horatti has informed that the house will
exclusively discuss for four days about the issues related to northern part
of Karnataka. Our correspondent reports, the session might be a stormy
one as opposition BJP and JDS members are geared up to raise issues like
WAKEF land, Bellari maternal deaths, MUDA, while ruling Congress party
members are likely to bank on Justice Kunha report on alleged corruption
in Covid treatment.
MAHA LEGISLATURE SPECIAL SESSION: On the second day of the
special session of the Maharashtra Legislative Assembly, Protem Speaker
Kalidas Kolambkar administered the oath to the remaining MLAs. Among
those sworn in were Maharashtra BJP chief Chandrashekhar Bawankule,
Mangal Prabhat Lodha, Radhakrishna Vikhe Patil, and Abdul Sattar. After
calling off their boycott of the swearing-in ceremony, members of the
opposition MVA, including Maharashtra Congress president Nana Patole,
Vijay Wadettiwar, Amit Deshmukh, and Shiv Sena leader Aditya Thackeray,
also took the oath as MLAs. Meanwhile, BJP leader Rahul Narvekar filed his
nomination for the post of Speaker of the Legislative Assembly as Mahayuti
candidate. Chief Minister Devendra Fadnavis, Deputy Chief Ministers Eknath
Shinde and Ajit Pawar, along with BJP leaders Chandrashekhar Bawankule
and Chandrakant Patil, were present at the event. With no one from the
opposition Maha Vikas Aghadi filing a nomination, Mr Narvekar will be a
unanimous Speaker. An official announcement regarding this is expected to
be made in the House tomorrow. The House has been adjourned till
Tomorrow.
REV. FPIs
After heavy withdrawals in the past two months, foreign investors have
made a comeback to Indian equities with an investment of over 24,000
crore rupees in the first week of December. As per the depositories data,
the foreign portfolio investors or FPIs, pumped in 24,454 Crore rupees into
Indian equities markets. This comes after heavy outflows in the last few
months. The overseas investors pulled out 21,612 crore rupees in
November and 94,017 crore rupees in October. Interestingly, September
had marked a nine-month high for FPI inflows, with a net investment of
57,724 crore rupees.
So far this year, FPIs have also invested 1.1 lakh crore rupees in the
debt market.
