INDIA-KUWAIT-TERRORISM:

India and Kuwait have unequivocally condemned terrorism in all its forms
and manifestations, including cross-border terrorism.

The joint statement said, India and Kuwait
discussed ways and means to promote cooperation in cybersecurity,
including prevention of the use of cyberspace for terrorism, radicalisation,
and for disturbing social harmony. India welcomed Kuwait as a new
entrant in the SCO during its presidency, and also appreciated the excellent
coordination between the two sides in the UN and other multilateral
forums.

Vice President Jagdeep Dhankar said that Agriculture is the spine of rural
development and until the rural landscape changes, the country cannot
aspire to be a developed nation. During an interaction with the recipients

FPIs:

Foreign investors pumped in over 26,000 crore rupees into the Indian
capital markets so far in December. As per the depositories data, the
foreign portfolio investors or FPIs, pumped in 21,789 crore rupees into the
Indian equities markets and 4,646 crore rupees into the debt market,
taking the total net investment into the Indian capital markets to 26,435
crore rupees. This comes after heavy outflows in the last few months. The
overseas investors pulled out 21,612 crore rupees from equities markets in
November and 94,017 crore rupees in October. Interestingly, September
had marked a nine-month high for FPI inflows in equities, with an
investment of 57,724 crore rupees. So far this year, FPIs have made a net



investment of 6,770 crore rupees into equities and 1,11,704 crore rupees
into the debt markets, taking the total investment into the Indian capital
markets to nearly 1.2 lakh crore rupees in 2024.

IMD-WEATHER:

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast cold wave
conditions in parts of Himachal Pradesh, Jammu-Kashmir, Ladakh, Gilgit,
Baltistan and Muzaffarabad for today. According to IMD, dense fog
conditions are likely to prevail during late night and early morning hours in
Haryana, Odisha, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal, Sikkim, Rajasthan, and



Manipur today. Similar conditions are also expected in Meghalaya,
Nagaland, Mizoram, and Assam for the next 2-3 days. The Weather
department predicted thunderstorm accompanied by rainfall is expected
over Rayalseema, and coastal Andhra Pradesh today. The IMD said that
Delhi-NCR is likely to experience smog and shallow fog during the evening
and night hours over the next two days. According to IMD, Light to
moderate rainfall is likely over Delhi and its neighbouring states, including
Uttar Pradesh, Punjab, Haryana and Rajasthan due to Western disturbance.

ISRAELI AIRSTRIKE:

Israeli airstrikes have killed at least 32 Palestinians and wounded 54 others
across the Gaza Strip in the past 24 hours, according to Gaza's Health
Ministry. The latest airstrikes come as international mediators work to
secure a long-awaited ceasefire between Israel and Hamas. Indirect talks
between the two sides, mediated by Qatar, Egypt, and the US, were held
last week in Doha. One of the latest Israeli strikes hit a school housing
displaced people in Gaza City and killed at least eight, according to Gaza’s
Health Ministry.
