ISRO - SPADEX

Indian Space Research Organisation (ISRO) will launch two satellites
tonight from Sriharikota to demonstrate docking and undocking of



spacecraft in orbit, which will make India the fourth country in the world to
achieve the feat. ISRO's warhorse rocket Polar Satellite Launch Vehicle
(PSLV) will place the two satellites -- SDX01 and SDX02 -- in a 476-km
circular orbit and attempt the Space Docking Experiment (SpaDEx) in the
first week of January. The SpaDEx mission is expected to be a stepping
stone for India's future endeavours in space exploration which include
getting rocks and soil from the moon on Earth, the proposed Bharatiya
Antariksha Station and landing an astronaut on the lunar surface. Only the
US, Russia and China have mastered space docking technologies. The
secondary objective of the mission includes demonstration of the transfer
of electric power between the docked spacecraft, which is essential for
future applications such as in-space robotics; composite spacecraft control
and payload operations after undocking. The SDX01 satellite is equipped
with a High Resolution Camera (HRC) and SDX02 has two payloads --
Miniature Multispectral (MMX) payload and Radiation Monitor (RadMon).
ISRO said these payloads will provide high-resolution images, natural
resource monitoring, vegetation studies and on-orbit radiation environment
measurements which have numerous applications. The PSLV-C60 mission
also carries 24 payloads from various ISRO labs, private start-ups and
educational institutions for carrying out experiments in space. PS4-Orbital
Experiment Module (POEM) provides an opportunity for the scientific
community to carry out certain in-orbit microgravity experiments for an
extended duration of up to three months using the platform, which
otherwise would end up as space debris immediately after the mission
objective of injecting the primary payloads of the mission.

JIMMY CARTER DEATH

Former U.S. President Jimmy Carter passed away last night at his
home in Plains, Georgia, at the age of 100. He was the oldest living
President of all time and the third U.S. President to visit India.

Mr. Carter had been suffering from an aggressive form of melanoma,
a skin cancer, with tumors that had spread to his liver and brain. He had
stopped medical treatment and was receiving hospice care at home. His
death was announced by the Carter Center in Atlanta.

A Democrat, former President Carter served one term from 1977 to



1981. After his presidency, he carved out an extraordinary post-presidency
life and was awarded the Nobel Peace Prize in 2002.

FPIs

Foreign investors pumped in over 22,000 crore rupees into the Indian
capital markets so far in December. As per the depositories data, the
foreign portfolio investors or FPIs, pumped in 16,675 crore rupees into the
Indian equities markets and 5,352 crore rupees into the debt market,
taking the total net investment into the Indian capital markets to 22,027
crore rupees.

This comes after heavy outflows in the last few months. The
overseas investors pulled out 21,612 crore rupees from equities markets in
November and 94,017 crore rupees in October. Interestingly, September
had marked a nine-month high for FPI inflows in equities, with an
investment of 57,724 crore rupees.

So far this year, FPIs have made a net investment of 1,656 crore
rupees into equities and 1,12,410 crore rupees into the debt markets,
taking the total investment into the Indian capital markets to nearly 1.1
lakh crore rupees in 2024.

This year, India and China achieved a broad consensus to

restore the ground situation in certain areas along the Line of




Actual Control. Both countries had been holding talks at
diplomatic and military levels to resolve the differences in some

areas along the LAC. Defence production went up to a record-high
figure of one lakh 26 thousand 887 crore rupees. This reflects a
growth of 16.7 percent over the defence production of previous

financial year. Defence exports touched a record 21 thousand 83
crore rupees in 2023-24, which is a growth of 32.5 percent over

the previous fiscal. In October, Prime Minister Narendra Modi and

Spanish President Pedro Sanchez jointly inaugurated the TATA
Aircraft Complex for manufacturing of C-295 transport aircraft in
Vadodara, Gujarat. To provide substantial boost to the Indian
defence industry and reduce foreign spending significantly, India
approved defence acquisitions amounting to 4.22 lakh crore
rupees. Indian Light Tank Zorawar’ has achieved a major

milestone by firing a number of rounds at different ranges at an
altitude of more than 4200 m with consistently accurate results.
