MAHA KUMBH - SPECIAL TRAINS

The Railways will run three thousand special trains during the Maha
Kumbh Mela 2025, out of which 560 trains will operate on ring rail. The
Maha Kumbh will be held from January 13 to February 26 in Prayagraj,
Uttar Pradesh. General Manager of North Central Railway Upendra Chandra
Joshi told reporters that a total of 560 ticketing points are being made
available at nine railway stations in Prayagraj. These are Prayagraj
Junction, Subedarganj, Naini, Prayagraj Chheoki, Prayag Junction,
Phaphamau, Prayagraj Rambagh, Prayagraj Sangam and Jhunsi, beside in
the fair area. He informed that about 10 lakh tickets can be distributed
from these counters per day. In view of the Maha Kumbh Mela, Railways
has now started the facility of issuing railway tickets 15 days in advance.



Railways will operate more than 10,000 regular and more than 3000
special trains. Out of these 3,000 special trains, 1800 trains will be run for
short distance, 700 trains for long distance and 560 trains will be run on
the ring rail. He informed that in view of the heavy crowd in Maha Kumbh,
more than 18,000 personnel of Railway Protection Force (RPF) and State
Railway Police are being brought to Prayagraj on duty from all parts of
Indian Railways.

WAYANAD-LANDSLIDES

Central government has declared the devastating Wayanad landslides
that occurred on 30th July in Kerala a disaster of "severe nature,"
acknowledging its significant impact. Union home ministry informed Kerala
government that while initial financial aid comes from the State Disaster
Response Fund, additional assistance through the National Disaster
Response Fund follows assessments by an Inter-Ministerial Central Team
(IMCT). The communication said that, keeping in view the intensity and
magnitude of the Meppadi landslide disaster in Wayanad district, it has
been considered by the IMCT as a disaster of severe nature for all practical
purposes.

Meanwhile Wayanad MP Priyanka Gandhi Vadra welcomed the
Centre's decision and said it is step in the right direction.

The catastrophic landslides on July 30 in Wayanad's Chooralmala and
Mundakkai areas, caused by heavy rainfall, claimed over 200 lives, injured
many, and displaced thousands of residents. This was one of the worst
natural disaster being reported in Kerala.

S KOREA-PREZ DETAIN



In South Korea, a Seoul court today approved a request from law
enforcement authorities to detain impeached President Yoon Suk Yeol over
his brief martial law imposition, making him the first sitting South Korean
President to face an arrest. The Seoul Western District Court issued the
warrant against Yoon on charges of masterminding the botched December
3 martial law declaration, orchestrating the insurrection and abusing
power, according to sources.

The court warrant gives The Corruption Investigation Office for High-
ranking Officials (CIO) 48 hours to take Yoon into custody for questioning
and file for an arrest warrant.

However, uncertainties linger over whether the CIO can execute the
warrant, as the Presidential Security Service has blocked investigators from
entering both the presidential office compound and Yoon's official
residence to carry out court-approved searches, citing military security
concerns.

Although Yoon has presidential immunity from criminal prosecution,
the privilege does not extend to insurrection or treason charges.

Yoon has been suspended from his duties after the Opposition-
controlled National Assembly voted to impeach him on December 14 over
his imposition of martial law.

The Constitutional Court has begun proceedings for deliberations to
determine whether to remove Yoon from office or reinstate him. It has 180
days from December 14 to deliver its ruling.<><>

In Chess, Grandmaster (GM) Rameshbabu Vaishali qualified for the
knockout stage in the Women's section of the FIDE World Blitz
Championship 2024 today after finishing at the top of the table with 9.5
points from 11 rounds in New York. Vaishali was the sole Indian player in
both the Women's and Open sections to cross the first hurdle in the
championship. She signed off the day with a draw against Carissa Yip.



Meanwhile, GM Humpy Koneru, who won her second World Rapid
Chess Championship on Sunday, came agonizingly close to qualifying but
finished in Sth place, resulting in an early exit from the tournament.

In the Open section, India No. 1 GM Arjun Erigaisi, GM R.
Praggnanandhaa, and GM Anish Giri all failed to make it into the top eight.

The Blitz Championship features 13 rounds in the Open section and
11 rounds in the Women’s section. The top eight players from each
category advance to Stage 2, which follows a traditional knockout format
to determine the champions.

As the name suggests, Blitz games are faster, featuring 3-minute
time controls with a 2-second increment per move starting from the first
move.

In West Bengal, the Union Health Ministry has taken swift action
against spurious drugs and seized drugs worth 6.60 crore rupees in
Kolkata. Central Drugs Standard Control Organization (CDSCO) and Drugs
Control Directorate under the ministry conducted a joint raid in Kolkata and
seized spurious drugs and arrested an accused.

All seized drugs belong to anti-cancer, anti-diabetic, and other
expensive medical treatments. CDSCO in its statement said that all drugs,
labelled as being manufactured in various countries including Ireland,
Turkey, the USA, and Bangladesh, were found without any supporting
documents to prove their legitimate importation into India. It added, in the
absence of such documentation, these drugs are deemed to be spurious.



The investigating team has collected the samples and sent them for quality
testing to ensure proper investigation.
