President Droupadi Murmu will arrive Bhubaneswar this evening on a
five-day visit to Odisha to attend several official programmes including
Indian Navy Day tomorrow at the Blue Flag Beach in Puri. Soon after hre
arrival, the President will unveil the new statue of Pandit Raghunath
Murmu and visit Adim Owar Jarpa Jaher in Bhubaneswar. She is scheduled
to visit the 12th century Sri Jagannath Temple in Puri tomorrow morning



and offer prayers to the Lords. She will also grace the 75th anniversary
celebration of Gopabandhu Ayurveda Mahavidyalaya in Puri on the same
day and head for the Blue Flag Beach in Puri tomorrow afternoon, where
she will grace Navy Day as the Chief Guest. On Navy Day hosted by Chief
of Naval Staff Admiral Dinesh K Tripathi, the Indian Navy will present a
grand Operational Demonstration. The event marks the anniversary of
Operation Trident, a critical naval offensive during the 1971 Indo-Pak War.
The event will showcase over 15 ships, submarines, and more than 40
aircraft, with support from Marine Commandos and personnel from the
Indian Army. Aiming to highlight the Navy's capabilities and its dedication
to protecting India's maritime interests, it will demonstrate aerial
manoeuvres by MiG-29K and Hawk fighter jets, combat exercises by
MARCQOS, submarine operations, amphibious landings, and rocket firing
from warships. On Thursday, the President will attend the 40th
Convocation of Odisha University of Agriculture and Technology in
Bhubaneswar and be the Chief Guest at the inauguration of the New
Judicial Court Complex in the city.

ISRAEL-LEBANON CEASEFIRE

The fragile ceasefire between Israel and Hezbollah unraveled on
Monday as Israel launched its most extensive air campaign across Lebanon



since the recent truce agreement, resulting in at least 11 casualties. The
escalation came after Hezbollah fired warning projectiles in response to
alleged Israeli violations of the US and France-brokered agreement.

The violence centered around Mount Dov, a contested region known
in Lebanon as Shebaa Farms, where the borders of Lebanon, Syria, and
Israel intersect. Hezbollah initiated the exchange by launching two
projectiles toward the disputed territory, prompting Israel to respond with
widespread airstrikes targeting what it described as Hezbollah fighters,
infrastructure, and rocket launchers across Lebanon. The 60-day
ceasefire agreement, which mandated Hezbollah's withdrawal from
southern Lebanon and Israel's troop pullback, has faced multiple violations
from both sides. Hezbollah stands accused of weapons relocation and
missile launches, while Israel has continued its military operations in
response. This latest outbreak of violence stems from broader regional
tensions that escalated in October following Hamas's surprise attack on
Israel and the subsequent Israeli military response. The situation has
displaced thousands of residents along both sides of the border, despite
international calls for peace.<>

Over the past nine years, the Accessible India Campaign has



achieved significant milestones in creating a more inclusive

environment for persons with disabilities. From retrofitting
thousands of government buildings and transport facilities to
developing sign language training programs and ensuring
accessible TV content, this campaign is laying the groundwork for
universal accessibility. Today, all 35 international airports and 55
out of 69 domestic airports are equipped with ramps, accessible
toilets, helpdesks, lifts with Braille and auditory systems, along
with aerobridges at international and customs airports. Nearly
709 have been made fully accessible, with over four thousand
stations partially accessible. Around 6 per cent of buses are fully
accessible, and nearly 30 per cent are partially accessible. Under
this initiative, more than one thousand individuals have been
trained in Indian Sign Language.
