REV. PM - SECURITY CONFERENCE

Prime Minister Narendra Modi shared his ideas and
suggestions on various aspects of policing and security with top
brass police and intelligence agencies in Bhubaneswar yesterday.
Mr Modi attended the annual 3-day all-India Directors General
and Inspectors General of Police Conference being held in Odisha.

Mr
Modi is learnt to have given his suggestions on various aspects of
policing, which will be sent to all the states/Union territories and
central agencies as actionable points for implementation in the
next one year. The security brass apprised the Prime Minister of
the progress on various security issues discussed during last
year’'s conference held in Jaipur. In a social media post, Mr Modi
said he had a productive first day at the DGP/IGP Conference in
Bhubaneswar. Having attended the conference regularly for the
past 11 years, Mr Modi has repeatedly asked the chiefs of police
to transform their departments into a modern and world class
force in line with the country’s improving global profile. This
year’s conference are being attended by as many as 200 officers -
mostly DGPs, Commissioners of Police, IGs and those of other
senior ranks from central forces in Bhubaneswar while an equal
number of officers are joining online.

IMD - WEATHER

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has issued a red
alert over Tamil Nadu today due to the Cyclonic Storm Fengal.
The IMD said the cyclone will move west-southwestwards slowly
and weaken gradually into a deep depression. It added that the
cylone currently lies over north coastal Tamilnadu and Puducherry
as a cyclonic storm with a wind speed of 65 to 75 kilometers per
hour (kmph), gusting to 85 kmph. Heavy to very heavy rainfall
with extremely heavy falls is forecast over north Tamil Nadu
today, and over Interior Tamil Nadu tomorrow. Heavy rainfall is



expected over South Interior Karnataka, Coastal Andhra Pradesh,
Yanam, Rayalaseema, Kerala and Mahe tomorrow.

Meanwhile, the weather agency has forecast dense fog
conditions to prevail during late night and early morning hours in
isolated parts of Uttar Pradesh today and tomorrow. In Delhi-
NCR, smog and shallow to moderate fog is likely to be expected
in the morning and night hours today along with clear sky during
the day. Minimum temperatures will gradually rise by 3 to 5
degrees Celsius over Madhya Maharashtra and Marathwada, and
over Vidarbha and Chhattisgarh during the next 3 to 4 days.

GADKARI - ADITYANATH

Union Minister Nitin Gadkari and Uttar Pradesh Chief Minister
Yogi Adityanath reviewed the progress of critical road
infrastructure projects in the state, particularly those aimed at
facilitating Maha Kumbh scheduled to begin in Prayagraj next
month. The review covered multiple projects, including the
widening of the 63.17-km Raebareli-Prayagraj national highway,
construction of four-lane bypasses at four locations, a 7.6-km
segment of the Prayagraj Inner Ring Road, and the development
of a six-lane bridge parallel to an existing one over the Ganga
river at Phaphamau. The Maha Kumbh Mela will be held at
Prayagraj from January 13 to February 26. The world's largest
religious congregation is expected to see a footfall of more than
43 crore pilgrims this time, according to official estimates. Both
leaders emphasised the timely completion of all ongoing works,
instructing officials to ensure their readiness by December 25 this
year, with strict adherence to quality and safety standards.



Describing the Maha Kumbh as a confluence of India's religious,
cultural and social heritage, Yogi Adityanath directed officials to
install CCTV cameras, streetlights and safety mechanisms along
the key highways. UP chief minister said, additional facilities like
ambulances, recovery vehicles, patrolling units and medical-and-
traffic-assistance posts should also be prioritised.

Cyclonic storm Fengal made landfall along Tamil Nadu and
Puducherry coast between Karaikal and Mahabalipuram last night.
It crossed crossed North Tamil Nadu and Puducherry coasts
between 10:30 and 11:30 PM as a cyclonic storm with a wind
speed of 70 to 80 km per hour, gusting to 90 km per hour. It will
continue to move west-southwestwards slowly and weaken
gradually into a deep depression. The cyclone has triggered
heavy rains accompanied by gusty winds which lashed northern
Tamil Nadu and neighbouring Puducherry. A report:

Following the landfall of the cyclone, air traffic

services has been restored after 14 hours this morning.
State Government owned buses have started operating

the services today. Coastal areas have experienced heavy
rains_and _almost recorded around 20 cms _and in_some
places over 20 cms have been recorded. According to
authorities, Rail services will be restored after clearing
the water in the train tracks. The Electricity department
has said that bills can be paid till 10th of this month in

the four northern districts of the State. Three people have




been electrocuted yesterday in rain related incidents.
Surplus _waters _in ___the reservoirs _have _been
released.People have been asked to contact the toll free
numbers to express their grievances. The Zoological Park
has been closed for maintenance. Five hundred Medical
camps will be held in seven district where cyclone was
active. District Collectors have been asked to attend to
the grievances of the people battered by the rains.
Chennai _and surrounding areas are experiencing light
showers with overcast gloomy skies.

RAJASTHAN - CONVERSION PROHIBITION BILL

The State government in Rajasthan is set to introduce a bill
in the upcoming Assembly session to contain forceful religious
conversions in the state. The draft of the “The Rajasthan
Prohibition of Unlawful Conversion of Religion Bill 2024"” was
approved in a Cabinet meeting chaired by Chief Minister Bajanlal
Sharma last night. State Parliamentary Affairs Minister Jogaram
Patel said that the bill proposes that if someone wants to convert
into another religion, the person will have to give an application
to the district magistrate 60 days in advance. He said that if it is
found that the conversion is not forced or under any temptation,
then the applicant will be allowed to go ahead with it. He said
that after this bill becomes a law, no person or institution will be
able to convert a person by using misrepresentation, fraud, force,
undue influence.

The state cabinet also approved several proposals including
9 new policies to accelerate the industrial and economic
development, formation of 7th State Finance Commission,
bringing ordinance for the formation of development authorities
in Bikaner and Bharatpur and amendment in Rajasthan Civil
Services (Revised Pay) Rules-2017.
