NAVY CHIEF- INDONESIA

Chief of the Naval Staff, Admiral Dinesh K. Tripathi, has
embarked on a four-day official visit to Indonesia. The visit will commence
tomorrow and last until the 18th of this month. During the visit, he will
engage in bilateral discussions with top-level Indonesian government and
defense officials, including: Defence Minister of Indonesia, Lieutenant
General (retd) Sjafrie Sjamsoeddin; Commander of the Indonesian Armed
Forces, General Agus Subiyanto; and Chief of Staff of the Indonesian Navy,
Admiral Muhammad Ali. The discussions will cover a broad spectrum of
defense cooperation areas, particularly maritime security, joint training
initiatives, and exploring avenues for further strengthening the operational
collaboration between the two navies. The Defence Ministry said the visit is



part of ongoing efforts to further consolidate bilateral defense relations
between India and Indonesia. The Ministry highlighted that it underscores
the strong maritime relations between the two countries, conforming to the
shared vision of India-Indonesia Maritime Cooperation in the Indo-Pacific.

EVE SOUTH KOREA-IMPEACHMENT

In South Korea, parliament today voted to impeach President Yoon
Suk Yeol over his short-lived martial law declaration earlier this month. The
motion was passed in the National Assembly with a 204-85 vote. After this
impeachment by parliament, President Yoon's powers will be suspended
until the Constitutional Court decides whether to reinstate or remove him
from office. According to media reports, during this time, President Yoon,
who is under criminal investigation for alleged treason and has been
banned from leaving the country, will be placed on leave until the court
delivers its verdict. If he is removed by the court, an election to replace
him must be held within 60 days. If upheld by the court, Yoon would
become the second president in South Korea's history to be removed from
office through impeachment, after former President Park Geun-hye in
2017. The vote came a week after a previous attempt to remove President



Yoon over the martial law debacle foundered. <><><>

EVE LS-CONSTITUTION DISCUSSION

The Lok Sabha today resumed special discussion on the glorious
journey of 75 years of the Constitution of India. Speaking during the
discussion, Parliamentary Affairs Minister Kiren Rijiju lauded the
contribution of Dr. Bhim Rao Ambedkar in framing the constitution. He
said, Prime Minister Narendra Modi is working with the mantra of Sabka
Sath, Sabka Vikas, Sabka Vishwas and Sabka Prayas in tune with the
constitutional spirit. He said that the country ensured equal rights for
everyone right after Independence. He emphasized that there is no
discrimination against minorities in the country and minorities in India are
getting legal protection. He said, several schemes have been implemented
for the welfare of the six minorities’ communities in the country. He
pointed out that people should be careful about what they say about India
because it affects the country’s global image. Mr Kiren Rijiju also shared
numbers to highlight the development in North-East ever since NDA
government took over in 2014. He said, between 1947 and 2014, nine
airports were built in north-east while in the last 10 years, the number has
increased to 17. He said, similarly, till 2014, around 11 thousand kilometre
national highways were built and in the last 10 years, over 16 thousand
kilometre have been built.

Participating in the discussion, A Raja of DMK raised the issue of
democracy , rule of law and secularism and equality. Heated exchange of
words took place between the members of treasury benches and DMK
members on the issue of A Raja’s remarks against the members of ruling
side. The ruling side members objected to his remarks and said that the
DMK MP should apologise. Mr Jagdambika Pal who was on the Chair asked
Mr Raja not to make such remarks against anyone and expunged the
remarks. Lavu Sri Krishna Devarayalu of TDP said that along with Dr B R
Ambedkar there were 389 members who been inducted to frame the
Constitution of India.

BJP MP Tejasvi Surya hit out at the DMK and Congress alleging that
the island called Kachchatheevu was given away to Sri Lanka by them in
1974 without following any due process envisioned in the Constitution. He
said, a very important island belonging to India was given away for political
reasons by the Congress.



Participating in the discussion, Leader of Opposition and Congress
leader Rahul Gandhi accused the BIP of weakening the Constitution. He
raised question on the issues of unemployment , Agniveer scheme, crony
capitalism and alleged atrocities against farmers and women. Mr Gandhi
alleged that political, social and economic equality eroded during the
present regime. He reiterated that when his party voted to power, they will
conduct caste census and abolish the 50 per cent ceiling on reservation.
