Lok Sabha has been adjourned for the day following opposition
ruckus after BJP MP Nishikant Dubey made certain allegations against top
Congress leaders as well as on the issue of Sambhal violence. During the
Zero Hour, Mr. Dubey, while citing a report by a French publication, said
such forces are trying to derail the Indian Parliament and the country's
economy. He alleged that Congress leaders including Rahul Gandhi and
Priyanka Gandhi and some other opposition leaders post such reports on
their social media handles. The Members from Congress, DMK and others
created uproar in the House on the issue of alleged bribery charges against
a prominent business group and on Sambhal violence. As the ruckus
continued in the House, the Speaker adjourned the House till 2 PM, and
later till 3 PM. When the house met at 3 PM, Railways Minister Ashwini
Vaishaw tried to reply on Railways (Amendment) Bill, 2024, but opposition
MPs continued the uproar and the House was adjourned for the day.

In the Rajya Sabha also the issue of a report by a French publication
was raised. During the Zero Hour, BJP MP Sudhanshu Trivedi raised the
issue alleging suspicious attacks on national interest from abroad. He said
in the last three years, whenever Parliament session takes place, such
reports appear. He added that since India set the goal of becoming a Viksit
Bharat, several foreign activities have targeted India's economic, moral,
and social aspects. When Mr Trivedi was raising the issue, Chairman
Jagdeep Dhankhar said it is a serious matter and allowed him to speak
beyond the stipulated time. The opposition members objected to the
decision. The Chairman assured opposition members that they will also be
allowed to speak. As noisy scenes prevailed, the Chairman adjourned the
House till 12 noon. Proceedings of the Upper House is still going on.

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ISRO today successfully launched PSLV C 59 launch vehicle carring
PROBA 3 spacecraft into a highly elliptical orbit at Satish Dhawan Space
Centre in Sriharikota. It lifted off at 16.04 hours from the first launch pad
at the spaceport in Sriharikota Range. After the launch, ISRO on social
media platform 'X' said, PSLV-C59 has successfully soared into the skies,
marking the commencement of a global mission led by NewSpace India
Limited, with ISRO’s technical expertise, to deploy European Space
Agency'’s groundbreaking PROBA-3 satellites.

PROBA 3 is an in orbit demonstration mission of the European Space
Agency. It consists of two spacecraft which will be launched together in a
stacked configuration. The mission will demonstrate new technologies for
precise satellite positioning, formation flying, acquisition and proximity
operations.

The successful launch today marks a significant milestone in
commercial ventures engineered by ISRO. Today’s launch demonstrated
precisely the formation flying capabilities of ISRO through its technological
prowess. PSLV C 59 reached the intended orbit 18 minutes after liftoff and
two mini satellites with a combined weight of 545 kgs were placed 600 kms
above Earth. The two satellites will fly in close formation to study the Sun’s
outer atmosphere, known as Corona. Proba 3 is the second satellite of the
European Space agency to be launched by the Indian rocket. NewSpace
India Limited is the commercial arm of ISRO.

EARLY JAISHANKAR - BHARAT AT 100 SUMMIT

External Affairs Minister Dr S Jaishankar today said that India does
not want to simply be a consumer market for other economies. Addressing
the Bharat at 100 Summit in New Delhi on the theme of ‘Fuelling Bharat's
Global Rise’, Dr Jaishankar said that global conglomerates and industries
are coming to India not just for its market but also its talent. On China, the
minister said that India wants a healthy trade relationship with it but does
not want to be dependent upon it. Talking about imports from Russia, the
Minister said that the European nation is a trusted partner along with
Australia, Brazil and Indonesia for natural resources that India lacks. He
highlighted that with Russia's trade attention shifting away from West in
the past few years, India has been pressing Russian leadership to improve
their trade in pharma, marine and agriculture.

The Rajya Sabha today resumed discussion on the Bharatiya Vayuyan
Vidheyak 2024. The Lok Sabha has already passed the Bill in the Monsoon
session this year. The Bill empowers the Central Government to make rules
regulating the design, manufacture, maintenance, sale, export, or import of
any aircraft and to secure the safety of aircraft operations. The Bill is also
aimed at empowering the government to make rules for the investigation
of any air accident or incident. Participating in the discussion, Shambhu
Sharan of BJP said, a lot of development has taken place in the aviation
sector. He said, the number of airports in the country in 2014 was 74,
which has increased to 157 in 2024. Mr Sharan said the number of
domestic air passengers has doubled in the last ten years. Earlier, moving
the Bill last Tuesday, Civil Aviation Minister K Rammohan Naidu had said,
the Bill defines design, manufacturing and maintenance of aircraft which
will help the civil aviation industry with a legal framework. He said the Bill
will replace the Aircraft Act, 1934 which has been amended 21 times. Mr
Naidu said, India is one of the fastest-growing civil aviation markets in the
world. The discussion on the Bill is underway.
