HOME MINISTER CRIMINAL LAWS

Home Minister Amit Shah today chaired a review meeting on the
implementation of three new criminal laws in the presence of Haryana
Chief Minister Nayab Singh Saini in New Delhi. The meeting reviewed the
implementation and current status of various new provisions related to
police, prisons, courts, prosecution and forensics in Haryana. Union Home
Secretary, Principal Secretary to the Chief Minister of Haryana, Chief
Secretary and Director General of Police of Haryana, Director Generals of
the Bureau of Police Research and Development, Director General of the



National Crime Record Bureau and senior officials of Union Home Ministry
and the State Government were present in the meeting.

During the discussions, the Union Home Minister said that under the
leadership of Prime Minister Narendra Modi, three new criminal laws are
becoming the protectors of civil rights and the basis of 'ease of justice'. The
Home Minister asked Haryana to ensure 100 percent implementation of
new criminal laws in the state by 31st March next year.

While emphasizing on the use of technology, Mr Amit Shah said that
more than one forensic mobile van should be available in every district of
the state. He emphasized that the responsibility of monitoring Zero FIRs
should be of a Deputy Superintendent of Police rank officer, and their
translation into other languages should be ensured according to the states.
The Home Minister said that the Director General of Police of the state
should sensitize all the police personnel that providing timely justice is their

priority.

Russia Inter-Governmental Commission on Military and Military Technical

EVE IMD WEATHER

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heavy
rainfall over isolated places at Tamil Nadu, Karaikal, Puducherry, Coastal
Andhra Pradesh, Yanam and Rayalseema tomorrow. According to IMD,
dense fog conditions are likely to prevail during late night and early
morning hours in Sub-Himalayan West Bengal, Sikkim, Bihar, and Uttar
Pradesh tomorrow. Similar conditions are also expected for Himachal
Pradesh, Assam, Meghalaya, Nagaland, Manipur, and Tripura for the next
two days.

The Met Department said that there will be a gradual fall in minimum
temperatures by 2-4 degrees Celsius over Northwest, Central, and East
India during the next 2 days. It also predicted shallow fog and mist in the
morning and night hours in Delhi NCR for the next 2-3 days.

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MORN DELHI POLLUTION



The air quality in the national capital, Delhi is in the poor category
today, with an average Air Quality Index (AQI) of 210 as of 6 this morning.
According to the Central Pollution Control Board, some areas of the city
have breached the 300 AQI levels. The AQI at Delhi's R K Puram station
was recorded at 311, Bawana at 258, Dwarka-Sector 8 at 250, Mathura
Road at 235, IGI Airport at 214, Punjabi Bagh at 208, Chandni Chowk at
180 and Aya Nagar at 144.

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast that Delhi
and the surrounding NCR are likely to experience smog and shallow fog
during the night and morning hours over the next two days.

An AQI between 0 and 50 is considered good, 51 and 100
satisfactory, 101 and 200 moderate, 201 and 300 poor, and 301 and 400
very poor. An AQI between 401 and 450 is considered severe.

INDIA SYRIA EVACUATION

Government today evacuated 75 Indian nationals from Syria,
following recent developments in the West Asian country. The evacuees
include 44 ‘zaireen’ from Jammu and Kashmir who were stranded at Saida
Zainab. All Indian nationals have safely crossed over to Lebanon and will
return by available commercial flights to India.

External Affairs Ministry said in a statement that the evacuation was
coordinated by the embassies of India in Damascus and Beirut. The
evacuation was put into effect following New Delhi's assessment of the
security situation and requests from Indian nationals in Syria.

External Affairs Ministry stressed that Government accords the
highest priority to the safety and security of Indian nationals abroad.
Indian nationals remaining in Syria have been advised to stay in touch with
the Indian Embassy in Damascus at their emergency helpline number +963
993385973 and email ID (hoc.damascus@mea.gov.in) for updates.
Government will continue to monitor the situation closely. <><>
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WOMEN ENTREPRENEURS

Commerce and Industry Ministry has said that 73 thousand 151 startups
with at least one-woman director have been recognized under the Startup
India Initiative. This represents nearly half of the startups supported by
the government, showcasing the crucial role women play in driving
innovation and economic growth. Government has implemented several
flagship schemes to promote women-led startups. Over 3 thousand 107
crore rupees has been invested in 149 women-led startups through
Alternative Investment Funds. Startup India Seed Fund Scheme has
approved 227.12 crore rupees in funding for one thosuand 278 women-led
startups since its inception in April 2021. Credit Guarantee Scheme for
Startups has guaranteed 24.6 crores in loans for women-led ventures since
