DOVAL CHINA TALKS 



 National Security Advisor Ajit Doval will take part in the India-China 
Special Representatives' talks in Beijing today.

sidelines of the BRICS summit on October 24. When asked about the SR 
talks, Chinese Foreign Ministry spokesman Lin Jian told a media briefing 
that China is prepared to settle differences with sincerity.

LS-DEMANDS OF GRANTS: The Lok Sabha has approved the Supplementary 

Demands for Grants-First Batch for 2024-2025. The government sought approval 
of Parliament to authorise gross additional expenditure of over 87 thousand 762 
crore rupees. Out of this, the proposals involve net cash outgo aggregate to 44 
thousand 142 crore rupees for payments of debts, liabilities, and interest rates. 
The House also gave its nod to the Appropriation Bill to authorise payment and 
appropriation of certain further sums from and out of the Consolidated Fund of 
India for the services of the financial year 2024-25. Replying to the discussion, 
Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman said that India is the fastest growing 
economy in the world and it witnessed 8.3 percent average GDP growth in the 
last three years. She expressed hope that the economy will continue to be in a 
better shape in the coming years. She said, the government has increased the 
capital expenditure to boost the economy and over 11 lakh crore rupees 
budgetary allocations have been made in this year's Budget. Countering 
opposition’s allegations on rising inflation in the country, the Finance Minister 
said, headline, retail, food, and fuel inflation have come down drastically in the 
NDA government in comparison to the previous UPA regime. She said, headline 
and food inflation was over 10 percent in the UPA regime, which came down to 
over five percent under the NDA government. She said, the number of domestic 
active customers of LPG cylinders have improved considerably in the last ten 
years reaching to around 33 crore. She said, nearly 45 percent of Indian 
households did not have access to clean cooking fuels before April 2014. She 
claimed that cylinder prices are far less in the country in comparison to 
neighbouring countries. On the employment front, the Finance Minister pointed 
out that the unemployment rate has gone down from 6 percent in 2017-18 to 
3.2 percent in 2023-24. 
EVE. RS-CONSTITUTION: The Rajya Sabha today resumed its special 

discussion on the glorious journey of 75 years of the Constitution of India. 
Participating in the discussion, Leader of the House and Union Minister Jagat 
Prakash Nadda said, India is not just the largest democracy, but the mother of 
democracy. He said, as per Indian ethos, democracy comprises freedom, 
acceptability, equality and inclusivity, allowing citizens to lead dignified lives. Mr 
Nadda said, Government is dedicated to this very vision. He said, the nation is 
indebted to constituent assembly members who shaped the Indian Constitution. 
Mr. Nadda also alleged that in the past Congress party had bulldozed the 
constitution. The leader of the Upper House said Congress attacked 
independence of Judiciary and superseded several judges who gave dissent note 
against the nefarious design of the then government. The Union Minister of 
Health alleged that Congress misused Article 356 ninety times to remove stable 
governments in the states. He said One Nation, One Election was in force in the 



country from 1952 to 1967 but the arrangement was disturbed by Congress. 
Sushmita Dev of TMC alleged that one percent of the population are controlling 
40 percent of the nation’s wealth. She accused the Government of being silent 
on the Manipur issue.  JD (U) leader and Union Minister Ram Nath Thakur hit out 
at the opposition Congress saying it imposed emergency and attacked the 
Constitution.         DMK MP P Wilson alleged that the Government is undermining 
Parliament. He alleged that over 221 bills passed in the last Lok Sabha were 
done without debate or less than an hour of discussion. Union Minister 
Bhupender Yadav said that the constitutional and civilizational values of the 
country are very important. He said, for the BJP, the mantra is nation first and it 
has always supported the move of nation’s growth. Mr Yadav criticised the 
Congress for spreading lies against the government that it will change the 
Constitution when voted to power during the Lok Sabha elections. Mr Yadav said, 
the results of the Haryana and Maharashtra Assembly polls have taught the 
lesson to the opposition.  John Brittas of CPI(M)  said, unity can not be 
maintained without democracy, secularism and federalism in the country. He 
alleged that BJP is involved in destabilizing state governments ruled by 
opposition parties. Treasury bench members created noisy scenes objecting to 
some of the remarks made by Mr Singh during his speech.  
REV JOSHI-CII CONFERENCE         New and Renewable Energy Minister 
Pralhad Joshi said today that India is not only witnessing an energy revolution 
but also becoming the renewable energy capital of the world. Addressing the 5th 
CII International Energy Conference and Exhibition in New Delhi, the Minister 
said that the country is currently one of the world’s most promising nations in 
the clean energy space. He added that between April and November of the 
current financial year, India added nearly 15 gigawatt of renewable energy 
capacity, almost double the 7.54 gigawatt added during the same period last 
year. Mr. Joshi reiterated the government’s commitment to achieving 500 
gigawatt of non-fossil fuel-based capacity by 2030. The Minister also outlined 
several key steps taken by the government to boost the growth of Renewable 
Energy sector in the country.  

  

REV. LS- PANCHAYAT FUNDS: The Centre today informed that during the 

past three years the Panchayati Raj department has issued a grant of  1.43 lakh 
crore rupees for rural local bodies under 15th Finance Finance Commission 
recommendations. In a written reply to a question in Lok Sabha , Minister of 
State for Panchayati Raj , Professor SP Singh Baghel informed that till the latest 



information received out of the allocated amount 1.06 lakh crore rupees has 
been utilized in the state. 

EVE CRICKET - IND VS AUS: In the third cricket test of the Border-Gavaskar 

trophy, India Narrowly Avoid Follow-On Against Australia. On Day 4 of the third 
Test in the Border-Gavaskar Trophy, India managed to avoid the follow-on 
against Australia. India ended the day at 252 for 9, trailing by 193 runs after bad 
light brought early stumps. India were struggling at 51 for 4 overnight when KL 
Rahul and Ravindra Jadeja provided resistance. Australia’s Pat Cummins took 4 
wickets, including Rohit Sharma and Ravindra Jadeja, while Mitchell Starc 
claimed 3. Nathan Lyon dismissed KL Rahul early in the day. Jasprit Bumrah and 
Akash Deep held firm to ensure India avoided the follow-on. Earlier, Australia 
posted 445 in their first innings.        

PRESIDENT-AIIMS: President Droupadi Murmu has said, India is emerging as 

a hub for affordable medical tourism and doctors are playing a pivotal role in this 
progress. She was addressing at a convocation ceremony of AIIMS Mangalagiri in 
Andhra Pradesh today.

She advised doctors to focus on service orientation, 
continuous learning and research. She also advocated healthcare for all. The 
President stressed the importance of holistic health and appreciated AIIMS 
Mangalagiri’s motto, ‘Sakal Swasthya Sarvada’. She lauded the Cytogenetics 
Laboratory at AIIMS Mangalagiri as a step towards innovative research and 
solutions.
