He was speaking
on a panel alongside the Qatari Prime Minister and Norway’s Foreign
Minister, Espen Barth Eide.

On day 3 of the second test today, resuming the innings at 128 for 5,
the visitors lost rest five wickets for 47 runs in 12.5 overs. For Indian side
Nitish Kumar Reddy scored the highest 42 runs, while Australian captain
Pat Cummins took a 5 wickets haul.
