Opposition members from Congress, DMK, Aam Aadmi Party,
Samajwadi Party, RID, Left, and others raised slogans against the Home
Minister. The Chairman urged for order in the House, but in vain. Later he
adjourned the House till 2 PM.

INDIA - CHINA

India has pressed for fair and mutually acceptable settlement of
border dispute with China at the 23rd Meeting of the Special
Representatives (SRs). The meeting was held between National Security
Advisor Ajit Doval and his Chinese counterpart and Foreign Minister Wang
Yi in Beijing yesterday. External Affairs Ministry said, the two sides
underlined the need to ensure peaceful conditions on the ground so that
issues on the border do not hold back the normal development of bilateral
relations. The MEA said, Mr Doval and Mr Wang agreed on the salience of
"stable, predictable and amicable" India-China relations for regional and
global peace and prosperity. Mr Doval reaffirmed India's readiness to
engage in pragmatic communication with Beijing and emphasized New
Delhi's commitment to create the necessary conditions for a "final
resolution" of the dispute. Mr Doval and his Chinese counterpart held
extensive talks focusing on "positive" direction for crossborder cooperation
including resuming the Kailash Mansarovar Yatra, river data sharing and
border trade. The meeting marks a significant step in restoring bilateral ties
following a period of tension. The the Special Representatives meeting took
place after a gap of five years. The last round of the dialogue was held in
New Delhi in December 2019. The decision to revive the Special
Representatives dialogue mechanism was taken at a meeting between
Prime Minister Narendra Modi and Chinese President Xi Jinping in Kazan,
Russia on October 23.

DAY J&K - ENCOUNTER (UPDATE)

In Jammu & Kashmir, five terrorists have been killed in encounter
with the security forces this morning, during the ongoing anti-terrorist
operation in South Kashmir's Kulgam district.



An Army spokesperson confirmed that during the encounter two
soldiers have suffered injuries and have been evacuated for medical care.
Earlier, the cordon and search operation was launched in the area last
night on the basis of specific input about the presence of terrorists.

Security sources said as the joint forces approached the suspected
place in Kader village, the hiding terrorists fired indiscriminately triggering
a fierce gunfight. The Army spokesperson said the operation is in progress.
The identity of the killed terrorists is being ascertained.

REV PUNJAB- FARISHTEY SCHEME

In Punjab, ‘Farishtey’ Scheme is proving a boon in saving precious
lives during road accidents. Chief Executive Officer (CEO) of the State
Health Agency (SHA), Punjab Ms Babita said 66 ‘Farishtas’ have been
willingly registered with the SHA. She said a good number of hospitals are
linked in to ensure treatment during the critical golden hour. The scheme is
also linked to emergency helplines - 108, 1033 and 112 Sadak Surakhiya
Force (SSF), which use IT tools to locate the nearest hospital for quick
transportation of the victim.

According to the National Crime Records Bureau (NCRB),
approximately 1,400 road accidents and 400 deaths occur every day in



India, with Punjab alone accounting for around 5,000 accidental deaths
annually. With the launch of this voluntary scheme in January this year for
any person to become a ‘Good Smaritan’, ‘Farishteys’ have provided
emergency medical treatment to as many as 223 accident victims by
admitting them in hospitals for free treatment, thereby saving lives and
providing treatment to road accident victims.
