GOYAL - GI TAGS

Union Minister of Commerce and Industry Piyush Goyal has set a
target of reaching 10,000 Geographical Indication (GI) Tags by 2030.
Addressing a GI Samagam in New Delhi, Mr. Goayl said that this target will
be achieved through a whole of government approach, and the
government will constitute a committee to oversee this. He informed that
the number of GI tags issued by the department till date stands at 605.
The Minister highlighted the efforts of the government under Prime
Minister Narendra Modi to give a thrust to the Intellectual Property
Ecosystem (IPR) ecosystem. The number of authorized users for GI tags
increased from 365 to 29 thousand and the number of patents granted
increased from 6000 to one lakh, in the last 10 years. Stressing the idea of
‘Vikas bhi aur Virasat bhi’ given by the Prime Minister, Mr. Goyal
highlighted the constant efforts of the Prime Minister including mentioning
various products in his ‘Mann ki Baat’ radio program.

Speaking on the efforts of the government to strengthen the IPR
ecosystem, the Minister mentioned the Anusandhan National Research
Foundation Fund and One District One Product (ODOP) scheme. He also



stressed on the need for better branding of GI products. He mentioned the
need for collaboration with FSSAI and BIS to ensure better quality
standards. The event was organized by the Department for Promotion of
Industry and Internal Trade (DPIIT).

TRAIN - ACCIDENT

In Maharashtra, 12 people including three women and a 10-year-old
child died after passengers of Pushpak Express were hit by Karnataka
Express in Pachora taluka of Jalgaon district yesterday evening. Fourteen
others have been injured in the accident. According to Jalgaon SP Dr.
Maheswar Reddy, none of the injured passengers is currently in critical
condition. In a tweet, Maharashtra Chief Minister Devendra Fadnavis has
condoled the incident and announced financial assistance of five lakh
rupees to the families of the bereaved. He said the state government will
also bear the entire expenses of treatment for the injured.

According to Central Railway’s chief PRO, Swapnil Nila, the accident
occurred after a few passengers deboarded the train following an alarm
chain-pulling incident. He informed that the chain-pulling incident occurred
due to a false rumour of a fire in one of the adjacent coaches.

President Droupadi Murmu and Union Home Minister Amit Shah have
expressed condolences over the deaths of passengers in the incident. In a
social media post, President Murmu wished for the speedy recovery of the
injured passengers. Home Minister Shah spoke with Chief Minister
Devendra Fadnavis about the incident. He further assured that the local
administration is providing all possible assistance to the injured.

Varun Chakravarthy
starred with the ball for India, taking three wickets, while Arshdeep Singh,
Hardik Pandya, and Axar Patel each claimed two wickets.

Abhishek Sharma
was the standout performer with the bat, scoring a blistering 79 runs off
just 34 balls, including a half-century off only 20 deliveries. Sanju Samson
contributed 26 runs, while Tilak Varma remained unbeaten on 19 to guide
India to victory. The second match of the series will take place on Saturday
at the M.A. Chidambaram Stadium in Chennai. India currently lead the five-
match series 1-0.
