Bezos of Amazon, Mark Zuckerberg of Meta, Tim Cook of Apple and Sam
Altman of OpenAl. Ahead of his oath, 78-year old Trump addressed
supporters at a victory rally in Washington DC last night. He told a packed
arena that he plans to sign a host of executive orders on the first day of his
presidency.
