At least 14 Maoists were killed in a joint interstate operation on
Chhattisgarh-Odisha border last night. Our correspondent reports, after
receiving intelligence inputs about the presence of a large number of
Maoists in the Kulharighat reserve forest area, a joint inter - state
operation was launched by Chhattisgarh and Odisha police and CRPF
personnel. The operation was conducted in the border areas of Gariabandh
district of Chhattisgarh and Nuapada district of Odisha. Intermittent
exchange of fire between security forces and Maoists was continued for the
last about 24 hours. Last evening bodies of two female Maoists were
recovered and bodies of 12 more Maoists were recovered this morning
from the spot. Large quantity of arms, ammunition, IEDs, including one
self loading rifle were recovered by the security forces. A massive search
operation is underway in the area.

TRUMP - EXECUTIVE ORDERS

President Donald Trump signed a record number of executive orders
within hours of assuming office as the 47th President of the United States
for a non-consecutive second term. Drawing cheers from a massive crowd,
Trump publicly signed several orders and continued to issue more from the
White House later in the day. In his inaugural speech, Trump announced
sweeping day-one measures to reverse key policies of the Biden
administration. Following this, after witnessing the presidential parade, he
delivered another speech and signed as many as 80 executive orders.
Among the measures, Trump focused on curbing immigration, boosting
fossil fuel production, and rolling back environmental regulations, including
the 2021 Paris Climate Accord. In one of the major orders, President
Trump directed to withdraw from the World Health Organization (WHO). In
his order Trump cited a string of reasons for the withdrawal, including the
global health agency’s mishandling of the COVID-19 pandemic, and the
failure to adopt urgently needed reforms. He said the agency demands
unfairly onerous payments from the US, and complained that China pays



less. Trump accused the WHO of being biased towards China in how it
issued guidance during the outbreak. The decision to withdraw means the
US will leave the United Nations health agency in 12 months time and stop
all financial contributions to its work. The US is the biggest financial
contributor, contributing around 18 percent of its overall funding.

In other decisions, he ended work-from-home policies for federal
employees. The order requires employees to return to in-person work full-
time, with exemptions allowed at the discretion of department heads. On
energy policy, Trump declared a "national energy emergency,” lifting
restrictions on mining and encouraging fossil fuel production. He said,
America would capitalise on its vast oil and gas reserves to become a
dominant manufacturing nation. Another significant executive order aimed
to "restore freedom of speech and end federal censorship." In a
controversial move, Trump signed an order to rename the Gulf of Mexico
as the Gulf of America. He also introduced a policy recognising only two
genders -- male and female -- within the United States. Trump used his
presidential powers to pardon over 1,500 individuals involved in the
January 6, 2021, Capitol riots. He justified this as addressing perceived
injustices by the previous administration.

India Meteorological Department has forecast scattered rainfall and
snowfall over Western Himalayas today. It has predicted rainfall
accompanied with thunderstorms and lightning over Punjab, Haryana,
Chandigarh, Delhi, Rajasthan and West Uttar Pradesh for the next 2-3
days. IMD said that due to a cyclonic circulation over Gulf of Mannar and
adjoining Sri Lanka, isolated light to moderate rainfall is expected over
Tamil Nadu, Puducherry, Karaikal, Kerala and Mahe for the next two days.
It also predicted no significant change in minimum temperature over
Central and East India during the next 24 hours. The Weather Department
said that Dense fog conditions are likely to continue during the morning
hours in East Uttar Pradesh, Sub Himalayan and Gangetic West Bengal,
Sikkim, Odisha and the North eastern states till tomorrow.
