Union Home Minister Amit Shah will inaugurate the ‘Fast Track
Immigration - Trusted Traveller Programme' at Mumbai, Chennai, Kolkata,
Bangalore, Hyderabad, Cochin and Ahmedabad airports today. This will
provide world-class immigration facilities to travellers, making international
travel seamless and secure.

According to the Home Ministry, applicants are required to complete
online registration by filling in their details and uploading the required
documents on the portal ftittp.mha.gov.in to enrol in this programme. The
biometric data of registered applicants will be captured either at the
Foreigners Regional Registration Office or while passing through the
airport.

Registered travellers will need to scan their airline boarding pass at
the e-gate, followed by scanning their passport. At both the arrival and
departure points, the passenger's biometrics will be authenticated at the e-
gates. Once this authentication is successful, the e-gate will automatically
open, and immigration clearance will be deemed as granted.

FTI-TTP will be implemented at 21 major airports across the country.
The Home Minister launched the Fast Track Immigration Trusted Traveller
Program in June last year from Terminal-3 of Indira Gandhi International
Airport (IGI) in New Delhi.

IMD-WEATHER

Light rainfall lashed parts of Delhi and the National Capital Region,
causing a significant drop in temperatures and improving visibility across
the region. The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast that
parts of the city will continue to experience rainy conditions until the



afternoon today. Talking exclusively to Akashvani, IMD senior scientist Dr
RK Jenamani said that an active western disturbance is impacting the North
India including Rajasthan, Punjab, Haryana and Delhi-NCR. He added that
visibility across Delhi-NCR has improved compared to yesterday’s zero
visibility.

The weather department also forecast dense to very dense fog
conditions during the night and early morning hours in Uttar Pradesh and
Rajasthan today, and in Delhi, Punjab, Haryana, and Chandigarh till
tomorrow. Similar conditions are also likely to prevail in Sub-Himalayan
West Bengal, Sikkim, Odisha, Madhya Pradesh, Assam, Meghalaya,
Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram, and Tripura over the next two to three days.
The IMD also predicted isolated to scattered rainfall and snowfall over
Jammu and Kashmir, Ladakh, Gilgit-Baltistan, Muzaffarabad, Uttarakhand,
Himachal Pradesh, Punjab, Haryana, Chandigarh, Uttar Pradesh, East
Rajasthan, Madhya Pradesh, and Vidarbha today. Heavy rainfall is expected
to lash the Nicobar Islands today.
