MORN IMD WEATHER

MAHA KUMBH CYBER THREATS

Maha Kumbh 2025 at Prayagraj in Uttar Pradesh is set to be an
extraordinary blend of spirituality and innovation, bringing together the
sacred traditions with state-of-the-art digital advancements. Special
arrangements have been made to thwart cyber threats during the grand
event. "In the Mahakumbh, 56 dedicated cyber warriors and experts have
been deployed for cyber patrolling. Mahakumbh cyber police station has
been established to counter cyber threats like fraudulent websites, social
media scams and fake links. Forty Variable Messaging Displays are being
installed in both the fair area and the commissionerates for raising
awareness about cyber threats. A dedicated helpline number 1920 has
been set up for the purpose. Cyber experts are actively monitoring online
threats and investigating gangs exploiting social media platforms. A mobile
cyber team is also deployed for large-scale public awareness campaigns.
Currently, the team of experts has identified around 50 suspicious websites
and action is underway against them.

With just two days left for the Mahakumbh 2025 in Prayagraj, special
arrangements have been made for pilgrims and tourists to reach the city
through different modes of transport. Our correspondent has filed this
report.

Indian Railways has made robust arrangements to ensure the safe
and efficient travel of millions of devotees to and from Prayagraj. Railways
operating more than 10 thousand trains, including three thousand 300
special trains to cater to the large number of passengers travelling for the
Amrit Snan. Special measures have been put in place to manage crowds,
including colour-coded waiting and holding areas at stations for unreserved
passengers. To handle the massive crowd, Uttar Pradesh State Road
Transport Corporation has deployed over seven thousand buses, including
350 shuttle buses designed specifically for navigating the fair area. While
traditionally, there have been buses and trains ferrying the pilgrims, this
time aviation will also contribute significantly. Airlines are adding flights to
Prayagraj and new cities are being connected for the duration of the Maha
Kumbh. With the addition of new flights, Prayagraj will have direct air



connectivity with 25 major cities during the Maha Kumbh. With Anand

SHAH-DRUG TRAFFICKING CONFERENCE (EARLY)

Union Home Minister Amit Shah chaired a regional conference on
Drug Trafficking and National Security in New Delhi today. The conference
organised by the Narcotics Control Bureau (NCB) was aimed at addressing
the growing concern of drug trafficking and its impact on national security,
with a special focus on eight states and Union Territories of northern India.
During the event, the Home Minister inaugurated the Drug Disposal
fortnight and the extension of the MANAS-2 helpline to all states and Union
Territories. Mr Shah also inaugurated the new office complex of the
Narcotics Control Bureau's Bhopal zonal unit. The Drug Disposal fornight
drive will begin from 11 January to 25" January. During this period, a total
of 44 thousand seven hundred ninety two kilograms of seized narcotics
worth 2 thousand four hundred eleven rupees in market value will be
disposed of.

GOYAL-INDUSFOOD 2025

Commerce and Industry Minister Piyush Goyal has said that India has
the potential to reach 100 billion US dollars in combined exports from the
Food & Beverage (F&B), agriculture, and marine products industries in the
next five years. Addressing on the sidelines of Indusfood 2025 in New
Delhi, the Minister emphasised that the target is achievable, requiring a
combined annual growth rate of 14 to 15 percent. Mr Goyal highlighted
Government’s unwavering support to the Food and Beverages sector. He
said, the government has allowed 100 per cent Foreign Direct Investment
in the F&B sector and makes it easier for foreign nationals to obtain work
permits to establish businesses in India. The Minister urged Indian
companies to invest in innovation, better packaging, sustainability and to
mechanise their processes to enhance hygiene and efficiency. He
encouraged stakeholders to develop high-value nutrition products that can



be used by the Government for its food security programmes in the
country. On promoting sustainability in the food industry, Mr Goyal

highlighted the government's focus on making farming processes more
sustainable, promoting organic farming, and expanding food testing
laboratories across the country. Additionally, the Minister pointed out the
growing success of pre-packaged, ready-to-eat foods from India abroad,
particularly millets, pickles, and spices, which are gaining traction both
domestically and internationally.

US-WILDFIRES

In the US, at least 11 people have died in the devastating firestorms
raging across Los Angeles County. According to preliminary numbers from
state and local officials, more than thirteen thousand structures have been
destroyed in the fires. The sheriff's department said, over one lakh people
are under evacuation orders. At present four major wildfires are raging
across the region. The largest blaze, the Palisades fire between Santa
Monica and Malibu, was 8 percent contained till yesterday. To the east,
firefighters have contained 3 percent of the Eaton fire, near Altadena and
Pasadena. Both fires now rank in the top five most destructive fires in
California’s history. California’s Governor Gavin Newsom has ordered an
inquiry into the county’s water management after reports emerged that a
critical reservoir was offline when the fires started and that firefighters
were left with dry hydrants as they battled blazes ripping through Los
Angeles. Media reports said, it is not clear what ignited the fires which
erupted on Tuesday, and investigators will likely take months to come to



any firm conclusions.
