The Indian Space Research Organisation, ISRO is preparing for
its landmark 100th launch from Sriharikota in Andhra Pradesh. At 6:23
hrs today, the GSLV F-15 rocket will lift off from Satish Dhawan Space
Centre, carrying the NVS-02 navigation satellite into the
Geosynchronous Transfer Orbit. A report:

'The NVS-02 satellite is part of second-generation
Navigation with Indian Constellation (NavIC) system, which
is_India’s_independent regional navigation satellite system
designed to provide accurate Position, Velocity and Timing
(PVT) service to users in India as well as to region extending
about 1500 km beyond Indian land mass. GSLV-F15 is the 8th

operational flight of GSLV with an indigenous Cryogenic stage
and 100th Launch from India's Spaceport Sriharikota.

The Maha Kumbh Mela,
recognized as the world's largest religious gathering, commenced on
13th January and the first Amrit Snan took place on Makar Sankranti,
14th January. Among the 13 Akharas, each Akhara has been notified
of its designated time and sequence. The Mahanirvani Panchayati
Akhara and Shambhu Panchayti Atal Akhara will be the first Akhara to
take the holy dip at the Triveni Sangam this morning. The Uttar
Pradesh government has implemented a robust seven-tier security
plan and the Mela area of Mahakumbh has been designated as no
vehicle and no VIP zone.

CRICKET- IND vs ENG

In Men’s cricket, England defeated India by 26 runs in the third
T20 International match at Niranjan Shah Stadium in Rajkot, Gujarat,
last evening. Chasing a target of 172 runs set by England, India
managed to score only 145 for the loss of 9 wickets in their stipulated



20 overs.

Earlier, after being put in to bat, England posted a total of 171
for 9 in 20 overs. The visitors started strong with Ben Duckett’s
explosive 51 off 28 balls, while Liam Livingstone’s late fireworks inning
of of 43 off 24 balls helped England finish strong in the must-win
match. For India, Varun Chakravarthy was the standout bowler,
claiming an impressive five-wicket haul.

In response, India’s chase was anchored by Hardik Pandya, who
scored 40 off 35 balls, but his lone effort was not enough to take the
hosts over the line. Jamie Overton was the pick of England’s bowlers,
taking three crucial wickets.

Despite this loss, the Suryakumar Yadav-led Indian side still
leads the five-match series 2-1. The fourth match of the series will
take place at the Maharashtra Cricket Association Stadium in Pune on
Friday.
