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ICG HELICOPTER CRASH: Three crew members of an Indian Coast Guard helicopter

were killed at Porbandar Airport Runway today. The ICG helicopter, which met with a
mishap at Porbandar Airport Runway, was on a routine training sortie. It had two Pilots
and one Air Crew Diver at the time of incident. The crew were immediately shifted to
Government Hospital Porbandar, where they were declared brought dead. Indian
Coast Guard said in a statement that the reasons leading to the incident are being
investigated by a Board of Inquiry. The mortal remains of the crew will be cremated as
per service traditions and honour. ICG saluted the three brave souls who laid down
their lives in the line of service to the nation.
REV EVE. PM-DELHI PROJECTS: Prime Minister Narendra Modi today inaugurated

and laid the foundation stone of multiple development projects worth over 12
thousand 200 crore rupees in Delhi. The key focus of projects is to enhance regional
connectivity and ensure ease of travel. The Prime Minister also undertook a ride in
Namo Bharat Train from Sahibabad RRTS Station to New Ashok Nagar RRTS Station.
Speaking on the occasion, Mr Modi said, Delhi-National Capital Region has received a
significant gift from the Government of India and added that India's urban mobility has
expanded further. He recalled his earlier ride during the day from Sahibabad to New
Ashok Nagar on the Namo Bharat train, which showcases the future of public transport
in developed Indian cities. The Prime Minister emphasized that once the Namo Bharat
project is completed, there will be a significant change in traffic on the Delhi-Meerut
route. He highlighted that India's metro network has now reached one thousand
kilometers and lauded it as a remarkable achievement. Mr Modi noted that in 2014,
when the country gave his Government the opportunity, India was not even in the top
ten globally in terms of metro connectivity and however, over the past ten years, India
has become the third-largest country in the world in terms of metro network. He
emphasized that during the current tenure of their government, India will have the
second-largest metro network in the world. Mr Modi added that the Rithala-Narela-
Kundli corridor will be one of the largest sections of the Delhi Metro network,
strengthening connectivity between key industrial centers in Delhi and Haryana, and
making commuting easier for people. The Prime Minister said, over the past decade,
the government's primary focus has been on infrastructure development. He noted
that ten years ago, the budget for infrastructure was around two lakh crore rupees,
which has now increased to over 11 lakh crore rupees. He added that emphasis has
been on modern connectivity, particularly within cities and connecting one city to
another. The Prime Minister mentioned that expressways are now emerging from Delhi
to various cities and Delhi is being connected to industrial corridors. He remarked that
in the NCR, a large multi-modal logistics hub is being developed, and two freight
corridors are converging in Delhi-NCR. Mr Modi said, modern infrastructure is helping
to ensure a dignified and quality life for everyone, including the poor and the middle
class. Union Housing and Urban Affairs Minister Manohar Lal, Lieutenant Governor of
Delhi, Vinay Kumar Saxena, Chief Minister of Delhi Atishi were present among other



dignitaries at the event. Prime Minister also laid the foundation stone for the
new state-of-the-art building for the Central Ayurveda Research Institute
(CARI) at Rohini, New Delhi, to be constructed at the cost of around 185
crore rupees. The campus will provide state of art healthcare and medicine
infrastructure.

EVE. PM-RALLY: Prime Minister Narendra Modi today accused the AAP ruled Delhi

government of wasting a decade fighting with the Centre. He urged the people of city
to give the BIP an opportunity to turn the national capital into a city of the future.
Addressing a rally at Japanese Park in Rohini, Mr Modi said, the next 25 years is crucial
for development of Delhi. He said, these 25 years will see the country to become a
developed nation. The Prime Minister emphasized for developing Delhi as the national
capital of Viksit Bharat. He said, last year, the BJP government at the center allocated
more than 75 thousand crore rupees for the security, healthcare, and developmental
initiatives in Delhi. Mr Modi said, the aim is to transform Delhi into a capital that
reflects India's rich heritage while also serving as a hub for the international
community in line with the global order. He said, Delhi needs a model of urban
development that sets an example for the rest of the world. Mr Modi said, this can only
be achieved if the BIP is given the opportunity to govern both the state and the
center. Mr Modi said, the kind of state government Delhi has seen in the last 10
years is no less than a disaster as they lack vision. He said. today people of Delhi have
realized this very well and they have decided to change it. The Prime Minister said,
now Delhi wants a wave of development and people of national capital have faith in
BJP as it is a party that brings good governance, works with a spirit of service and fulfil
dreams.

REV BIHAR NIA ARREST: The National Investigation Agency (NIA) has arrested a

key accused in the Phulwari Sharif PFI terror funding module case registered in
Patna, Bihar. The agency made the arrest of Mohammed Sajjad Alam yesterday from
the Indira Gandhi International (IGI) airport on arrival of accused from Dubai, United
Arab Emirates.

UTTARAKHAND-WEATHER: In Uttarakhand, the weather is clear in most districts of

the state today. Our correspondent reported that there is a possibility of rain and
snowfall in the high altitude areas of the state including Uttarkashi for the next 36
hours. In view of the warning issued by the Meteorological Department, all
the district administrations have been instructed to remain on alert mode
for the next 36 hours in view of the possibility of snowfall in Uttarkashi and
high altitude areas of the state. The department has also mentioned the
possibility of lightning at some places in Tehri, Pauri, Dehradun and
Haridwar districts for tomorrow. At the same time, dense foqg may prevail in
Haridwar and Udham Singh Nagar today. Also, in view of the possibility of
avalanches in high altitude areas, tourists have been advised to stay at safe




places.

Indian Railways will operate 13,000 trains during Maha Kumbh Mela 2025 to cater to
the massive influx of pilgrims. These include 10,000 regular trains and 3,000 special
trains. These trains will be run over 50 days, including 2-3 additional days before and
after the event. Maha Kumbh Mela in Prayagraj is expected to draw a massive crowd
of around 40 crore people, posing a significant challenge for crowd management.
Union Health Ministry said it is keeping a close watch over the spread of HMP virus in
China during the past few weeks. The Ministry said the number of laboratories testing
for HMPV will be enhanced by ICMR, and assured it will monitor trends of HMPV for
the entire year. Over the recent development, the Ministry convened a Joint Monitoring
Group meeting under the Chairmanship of the Director General of Health Services in
New Delhi. Dr Atul Goel, Director-General of Health Services, reassured the public that
there is nothing to be alarmed about the present situation, urging people to take
general precautions.
