              India has joined the UN Committee of Experts on Big Data and 
Data Science for Official Statistics. As part of the committee, India will 
contribute to shaping global standards and practices in harnessing big data 
and data science for official statistical purposes. In a statement, the 



Ministry of Statistics said that India’s inclusion in the Committee of Experts 
represents a significant leap forward for the country’s statistical ecosystem. 
The Ministry mentioned that the country’s active engagement in the 
Committee of Experts will highlight its pioneering initiatives, including the 
establishment of the Data Innovation Lab and exploration of alternate data 
sources. The UN Committee of Experts on Big Data and Data Science for 
Official Statistics was created to further investigate the benefits and 
challenges of Big Data, including the potential for monitoring and reporting 
on the sustainable development goals.

        The Union Minister of State for Science and Technology; Earth 
Sciences and MoS for PMO, Dr. Jitendra Singh has announced the 
establishment of a Regional Meteorological Centre at Jammu. Akashvani 
Jammu Correspondent reports that this significant move is set to bolster 
meteorological services in Jammu and Kashmir, further enhancing disaster 
preparedness and climate resilience in the region. The announcement of 
the Regional Meteorological Centre for Jammu is seen as a significant step 
in this journey, underscoring the government’s commitment to 
strengthening scientific infrastructure and empowering citizens with reliable 
weather services.  

        Dr. Singh elaborated on the historical importance of the Srinagar 
Meteorology Centre, recognized as a Centennial Centre by the World 
Meteorological Organization, and expressed confidence that the upcoming 
Regional Meteorological Centre in Jammu would replicate its success. Dr. 
Singh said this new centre will cater to the unique geographical and 
climatic challenges of the Jammu region, contributing to IMD’s mission of 
delivering accurate and timely weather forecasts across the country. 
         Dr. Singh also announced upcoming MoUs between the Srinagar 

Meteorology Centre and institutions such as the University of Jammu, Sher-
e-Kashmir University of Agricultural Sciences and Technology (SKUAST), 
and Islamic University of Science and Technology, Awantipura. These 
collaborations will promote research and innovation in meteorological 



sciences, fostering a new generation of weather experts. Jammu and 
Kashmir alone now boasts double the number of Automated Weather 
Stations (AWS) compared to a decade ago, alongside the installation of 
advanced X-band Radars in Jammu, Srinagar, Manihal, and Leh. These 
developments have been pivotal in ensuring accurate weather predictions 
for critical events, including Amarnath Yatra and Vaishno Devi pilgrimages.  

        Dr. Singh was addressing a landmark event “Stakeholders Workshop 
on Weather & Climate Services” on the eve of IMD’s 150th anniversary 
yesterday. The celebrations for IMD’s 150th anniversary will culminate in a 
grand event in Delhi on January 15, 2025, with Prime Minister Narendra 
Modi as the chief guest. The event will not only honor the department’s 
rich legacy but also unveil its strategic roadmap for the future.

REV. DAY VP-BENGALURU VISIT 
 Vice President Jagdeep Dhankhar has pointed out that transparency 
and public accountability in conducting examinations and interviews must 
not only be fair but also be seen as fair. He was speaking in Bengaluru 
today after inaugurating the 25th National Conference of Chairpersons of 
State Public Service Commissions. He said that it was the vision of former 
President Rejendra Prasad to create an independent commission that is 
free from executive influence, that will guard against jobbery, nepotism 
and favouritism. He expressed concern over emerging trends of 
bureaucrats and politicians securing elite positions for their spouses. The 
focus must shift to addressing post retirement recruitment and continual 
extensions, which create discordance in the hierarchical system. He called 
for profound transformation in recruitment methodologies. Saying that top 
500 companies employ the best tools for head hunting, the Vice President 
said that the Government recruiter cannot remain fossilised with a stagnant 
set up. He suggested a dialogue if needed with the private sector to 
understand best practices in talent acquisition and looking into the scope of 
their emulation by State Commissions. He called for establishing the Public 
Service Commissions as the sole unified recruitment authority which works 
with the spirit of convergence between State and Central governments. 
The Vice President wished for a transparent and technologically equipped 
bureaucracy that can work for our vision of Viksit Bharat by 2047.
