PM - DELHI PROJECTS

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will inaugurate and lay the foundation
stone of multiple developmental projects in Delhi worth over 12,200 crore
rupees today. A 13-kilometer stretch of the Delhi-Ghaziabad-Meerut Namo
Bharat corridor between Sahibabad and New Ashok Nagar, worth around
4,600 crore rupees, will also be inaugurated by the Prime Minister. He will
also undertake a ride on the Namo Bharat Train from Sahibabad RRTS
Station to New Ashok Nagar RRTS Station. Mr. Modi will also inaugurate a
2.8-kilometer stretch between Janakpuri and Krishna Park of Delhi Metro
Phase-IV, worth around 1,200 crore rupees. The areas of West Delhi, such
as Krishna Park, parts of Vikaspuri, Janakpuri, and others, will benefit from
this new route. Besides, PM Modi will lay the foundation stone of the 26.5
km Rithala-Kundli section of Delhi Metro Phase-IV, worth around 6,230
crore rupees. This corridor will connect Rithala in Delhi to Nathupur
(Kundli) in Haryana. He will also lay the foundation stone for the new
state-of-the-art building for the Central Ayurveda Research Institute (CARI)
at Rohini, New Delhi. The campus will provide state-of-the-art healthcare
and medical infrastructure. The inauguration of the project will help
enhance regional connectivity and ensure ease of travel for the people of
Delhi.

CABINET:

Telangana Chief Minister A Revanth Reddy has announced the state
cabinet decision to provide 12 thousand rupees per acre per annum of
agricultural land under the Rythu Bharosa scheme. This is an increase from
the assistance of 10 thousand rupees that is being provided to farmers. He
also announced 12 thousand rupees per year to landless agricultural
families under the proposed scheme named as the Indiramma Aatmeeya
Bharosa scheme. Ahead of the Assembly elections held in 2023, the
Congress party had promised to increase the financial support to farmers
under the Rythu Bharosa Scheme and to provide financial assistance to



land less agriculture labourers. Briefing the media about the state cabinet
decisions last night in Hyderabad, Mr Reddy announced that the new ration
cards will be issued to eligible beneficiaries who currently don't have one.
He said these three schemes will be implemented from 26th of this month,
commemorating the 75 years of the Republic Day. The Chief Minister made
it clear that uncultivated lands, hills, where mining operations are taking
place, lands acquired for roads, agricultural lands converted for real estate
and industries, and lands acquired from farmers by the state government
will not be eligible for Rythu Bharosa scheme. He also said revenue officials
will hold gram sabhas in all the panchayats and inform the people about
which lands will be eligible for Rythu Bharosa and which will not.

US NSA - INDIA VISIT

US National Security Advisor Jake Sullivan will arrive in New Delhi
today on a two-day visit to India hold talks with National Security Advisor
Ajit Doval. The two leaders are expected to discuss a range of issues
including space, defense, and strategic technology cooperation to shared
security priorities in the Indo-Pacific and beyond. During his visit, Mr.
Sullivan will also meet External Affairs Minister S Jaishankar and other
Indian leaders. He will also visit the Indian Institute of Technology Delhi,
where he will meet with young Indian entrepreneurs and give a speech
outlining the significant steps India and the US have taken together to
strengthen their innovation alliance under the initiative on Critical and
Emerging Technology (iCET). The visit takes place just before President
Joe Biden leaves office on January 20, ahead of the inauguration of Mr
Donald Trump as the 47th US President. Mr Jaishankar had recently visited
Washington and had a meeting with Mr Sullivan too.

PAK BLAST

In Pakistan, a suicide bomb blast targeting a passenger van and a
police vehicle in the Dhang area of Turbat, Balochistan has killed at least
eight security personnel and injured more than 40 others. The separatist
group Baloch Liberation Army (BLA) has claimed responsibility for the
attack. A large explosion was heard when a passenger van and a police
security vehicle adjacent to the van were targeted. It was later revealed
that the majority of the passengers travelling in the van were also security
officials. Following the suicide blast, contingents of police and security
forces reached the blast site and cordoned off the area. Rescue teams



rushed the injured and the deceased to local hospitals, who later confirmed
the number of casualties, adding that most of the injured brought to the
hospital were in critical condition. Baloch Liberation Army (BLA) faction
Majeed Brigade claimed responsibility for the attack. In a statement, BLA
said, Majeed brigade Firdayee (suicide bomber) unit of Baloch Liberation
Army, today carried out a Fidayeen attack on a convoy of the occupying
Pakistani army in Turbat, eliminating several military personnel. The latest
attack is part of an ongoing series of attacks by the BLA in Balochistan
targeting military convoys, security checkposts and police vehicles.

IMD WEATHER
