He emphasised the need
for a comprehensive study to understand the threats posed by the project,
especially in the context of the 2022 floods, during which 27 lakh cusecs of water
submerged the area. A special officer has been appointed to coordinate with the IIT
Hyderabad team. The Chief Minister also discussed Godavari Banakacherla project
recently initiated by Andhra Pradesh government. Officials informed the Chief
Minister that the project, based on floodwaters, lacks necessary permissions. In
response Chief Minister Revanth Reddy instructed officials to convey Telangana’s
objections to the Andhra Pradesh Chief Secretary. He also directed the Irrigation
Department to write letters to the Godavari River Management Board and the
Union Ministry of Jal Shakti, if necessary, to safeguard the State’s interests.
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
