In West Bengal, a local court in Kolkata today pronounced accused Sanjay
Roy guilty of rape-murder of a trainee doctor at the state-run RG Kar Medical
College and Hospital. The Additional District and Sessions Court in Sealdah
convicted Sanjay Roy, former civil volunteer at the hospital, under sections of the
Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita that deal with rape, murder, and causing death. The court
will pronounce Roy's sentence day after tomorrow. The case pertains to a trainee
doctor who was found dead in seminar hall of RG Kar Medical College and
Hospital in Kolkata on August 9, last year. The case was probed by the CBI

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RATION CARDS:

The Telangana government has identified over six lakh underprivileged
families in the State eligible for new ration cards, a list of which has been sent to
all district representatives in the State. The State will hold grama sabha and basti
sabha inviting objections from day after tomorrow till 24" of this month. Later, a
final list will be confirmed based on information provided by district collectors.
The issuing of these ration cards in Telangana will help in pushing other schemes
promised by the Congress government including Aarogyasri, free electricity up to
200 units, 500 rupees gas cylinders and fee reimbursement for students. The
eligibility for the cards and other schemes will be based on the Comprehensive
Family Survey conducted by the government of Telangana in November last year.
According to the preliminary list, Hyderabad has the highest number of eligible
families, with 83,285 families, while Wanaparthi district has the lowest number
with 6,647 families.Issuing new ration cards and sanctioning of Indiramma houses
are among four schemes to be launched by the government on January 26.
