EVE. NEPAL TIBET EARTHQUAKE

The death toll in the earthquake that struck the Nepal-Tibet border region
has reached 95. Chinese official media reported that 130 people were also
injured after a powerful 7.1-magnitude earthquake in the region this
morning. The epicenter was located at a depth of 10 kilometer in Xizang,
Tibet Autonomous Region, near the Nepal border. The fatalities were
concentrated in the city of Xizang, with many injuries and structural
damage also reported. In Tonglai Village, Changsuo Township of Dingri,
several houses have reportedly collapsed. Two aftershocks followed the
initial quake. The earthquake also sent tremors across northern India,
affecting areas such as Bihar, West Bengal, and Sikkim. No casualties or
property damage have been reported in the country so far.
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DELHI-ELECTION

Polling for Delhi Assembly will be held on 5th February and counting will be
done on 8th of next month. The Election Commission today announced
the poll schedule for the 70 members Delhi Assembly elections. Briefing the
media in New Delhi today, Chief Election Commissioner Rajiv Kumar said,
the notification will be issued on 10th January and last date of nomination
will be 17th of this month. Mr. Kumar said, 13 thousand 33 polling stations
will be set up for over one crore 55 lakh voters in the national capital. He
expressed hope that Delhi voters will vote in larger numbers this time. The
Chief Election Commissioner denied the allegations of EVM tampering,
increasing the voter turnout numbers after 5 PM, and slowed the counting
process. He reiterated that EVMs are foolproof devices and it is impossible
to change voter turnout data. He stressed that India is the gold standard of
elections. The term of the current Assembly will end on 23rd of next
month. In the 2020 Assembly elections, AAP had won 62 seats while BIP
grabbed 8 seats. Congress failed to win a single seat.
