Israel has delayed a cabinet vote on the Gaza ceasefire and hostage
deal, blaming Hamas for reneging on parts of the agreement. However,
Hamas has denied the accusation and said it is committed to the truce. The
deal, scheduled to be implemented from Sunday, outlines a six-week initial
ceasefire with the gradual withdrawal of Israeli forces from the Gaza Strip.
