Prime Minister Narendra Modi had launched the Beti Bachao Beti Padhao scheme
in Panipat, Haryana on 22nd January 2015, as a response to the critical issue of gender
imbalance and the declining Child Sex Ratio in the country.

The government today organised a National Conference of District Magistrates
on Pradhan Mantri Pradhan Mantri Janjati Adivasi Nyaya Maha Abhiyan in New Delhi
today.

WB-R G KAR MEDICAL-HC
The West Bengal government today approached the Calcutta High Court,
challenging the special court's verdict of life imprisonment to Sanjay Roy, and seeking a
death penalty. Sanjay Roy was convicted for raping and murdering a junior doctor in
R.G. Kar Medical College and Hospital in Kolkata in August last vyear.
State Advocate General Kishor Datta approached the division bench of Justice
Debangshu Basak and Justice Shabbar Rashidi in this regard. The division bench has
admitted the petition from the state government.
Yesterday, Chief Minister Mamata Banerjee announced that the state
government would approach the Calcutta High Court to seek the "death penalty" for the
convict. She said in a statement that she strongly felt that it was a heinous crime that
warrants capital punishment.
Sanjay Roy was given life imprisonment under section 64,66 and 103(1) of the
BNS. The court also directed the state government to give 17 lakhs rupees to the family
of the victim.



REV. TRUMP - EXECUTIVE ORDERS

President Donald Trump has signed a series of executive actions, revoking 78 of
Joe Biden'’s policies, hours after returning to the White House.

In one of the major orders, President Trump directed to withdraw from the World
Health Organization (WHO). In his order Trump cited a string of reasons for the
withdrawal, including the global health agency’s mishandling of the COVID-19
pandemic, and the failure to adopt urgently needed reforms. Trump accused the WHO
of being biased towards China in how it issued guidance during the outbreak.

Mr Trump also signed an ordered to begin the process of withdrawing from the
Paris Climate Agreement. He also invoked emergency powers to expand US energy
production by reversing climate-related policies and facilitating oil, gas, and mining
activities.

President Trump also officially end the automatic citizenship of children born in the
U.S. to non-citizen parents. It says for a child born in the U.S. to gain citizenship, at
least one parent must be a U.S. citizen, a legal permanent resident (green card holder),
or a member of the U.S. military.

Donald Trump directed federal agencies to review tariffs and trade relations with
China, Mexico, and Canada, hinting at imposing tariffs up to 25 per cent on Mexico and
Canada by February 1st.

Trump declared a national emergency at the U.S.-Mexico border and ordered the
deployment of troops to address what he called a disastrous invasion.

Trump signed an executive action that delayed enforcement of the TikTok ban for
75 days. The law gives the president broad discretion on how to enforce the ban on the
Chinese-owned video app.

On energy policy, Trump declared a national energy emergency, lifting restrictions
on mining and encouraging fossil fuel production. He said, America would capitalise on
its vast oil and gas reserves to become a dominant manufacturing nation.

In other decisions, he ended work-from-home policies for federal employees. The
order requires employees to return to in-person work full-time, with exemptions allowed
at the discretion of department heads.

Another significant executive order aimed to restore freedom of speech and end
federal censorship. In a controversial move, Trump signed an order to rename the Gulf
of Mexico as the Gulf of America.

He also introduced a policy recognising only two genders -- male and female --
within the United States. Additionally, Trump ended the Biden administration's Green
Policy on electric vehicles, shifting focus back to traditional energy sources.

Trump used his presidential powers to pardon over 1,500 individuals involved in the
January 6, 2021, Capitol riots. He justified this as addressing perceived injustices by the
previous administration.



SHAH - NAXAL

Union Home Minister Amit Shah said that the Security Forces has achieved major
success towards building a Naxal-free Bharat. In a social Media Post, Mr. Shah said that
the Central Reserve Police Force, Special Operations Group of Odisha and Chhattisgarh
Police have neutralized 14 naxalites in a joint operation along the Odisha-Chhattisgarh
border. He added that the joint effort of the government and the security forces will
make India Naxal-Free.

In Australian Open Tennis, eleventh seed Paula Badosa has entered her maiden
Grand Slam Semifinal after upsetting World No. 3 Coco Gauff 7-5, 6-4 in the Women's
Singles quarterfinal today.

Badosa handed Gauff her first loss of 2025 in 1 hour and 43 minute match inside
Rod Laver Arena. The win also gave Badosa her first-ever Top 10 victory at a Grand
Slam tournament.

The Spaniard now awaits the winner of the quarterfinal match between World
No.1 and two-time defending champion Aryna Sabalenka, and No.21 seed Anastasia
Pavlyuchenkova.

In Men's Singles, World No. 2 Alexander Zverev of Germany beat America's
Tommy Paul in a four set quarterfinal match 7-6,7-6,2-6,6-1.

In another quarterfinal set for later today, reigning Olympic champion Novak
Djokovic of Serbia is set to take on four-time Grand Slam winner Carlos Alcaraz of Spain
at Rod Laver Arena today.

In a setback to India, the Indo-China duo of Rohan Bopanna and Zhang Shuai
lost the mixed doubles quarterfinal match 6-2, 4-6, 9-11 to local pair of John Peers and
Olivia Gadecki in Melbourne.
