SOCIAL MEDIA-RESEARCH FINDINGS

A recent study has revealed that addiction to short-form videos on
social media platform can lead to high blood pressure and hypertension.
The study, published in European Heart Journal - Digital Health, a journal
of the European Society of Cardiology, indicates that low levels of radio
frequency energy emitted from mobile phones has been linked with an



increase in blood pressure and hypertension. The team analysed data of
4,318 young and middle-aged people who self-reported screen time spent
watching short videos at bedtime. The report also highlighted that screen
time at bedtime was significantly associated with essential hypertension in
young and middle-aged people.

GAURAV EP-I 11.01.2025
PM - SONAMARG TUNNEL

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will inaugurate the Sonamarg Tunnel
project in Jammu and Kashmir on Monday. This tunnel will provide all-
weather connectivity between Srinagar and Sonamarg en route to Leh.
During the visit, the Prime Minister will also meet the construction workers
and acknowledge their contribution to this engineering feat. The Sonamarg
Tunnel project, around 12 km long, has been constructed at a cost of over
two thousand seven hundred crore rupees. It comprises the Sonamarg
main tunnel, an egress tunnel, and approach roads. The tunnel will ensure
safer and uninterrupted access to the strategically critical Ladakh region by
bypassing landslide and avalanche-prone routes. It will also promote
tourism by transforming Sonamarg into a year-round destination, boosting
winter tourism, adventure sports, and local livelihoods. Along with the
Zojila Tunnel, set for completion by 2028, it will reduce the route length
from 49 kilometres to 43 kilometres. It will also boost vehicle speed from
30 kilometres per hour to 70 kilometres per hour, ensuring seamless
connectivity between Srinagar Valley and Ladakh. This enhanced
connectivity will boost defense logistics, drive economic growth, and
promote socio-cultural integration across Jammu and Kashmir and Ladakh.
Meanwhile, Sharing a social media post of Jammu and Kashmir Chief
Minister Omar Abdullah, the Prime Minister said that the Chief Minister
rightly pointed out the benefits of the project for tourism and local
economy.

BCCI-T20 SQUAD

The Board of Control for Cricket in India (BCCI) has announced a 15-
member squad for the upcoming five-match T20I series against England.
The series will begin on 22 of this month in Kolkata. Suryakumar Yadav will
lead the side and Axar Patel has been named as the vice-captain.
Mohammed Shami has returned to the Indian cricket team after more than
a year. Other players in the 15-member squad include Sanju Samson,
Abhishek Sharma, Tilak Varma, Hardik Pandya, Rinku Singh, Nitish Kumar
Reddy, Harshit Rana, Arshdeep Singh, Varun Chakravarthy, Ravi Bishnoi,
Washington Sundar, and Dhruv Jurel. England are also slated to play three
ODIs, following the five T20Is. These three matches will be treated as
India's last-minute preparation before the Champions Trophy starts on
February 19. The selectors have only picked the T20 squad for now and
the ODI squads for the three-match England series and Champions Trophy
2025 will be picked later. As per ICC rule, teams are required to submit
their Champions Trophy 2025 squads by 12th of January but the BCCI is
reportedly set to ask for an extension.
