NIGERIA-TANKER TOLL

In Nigeria, the death toll from a weekend fuel truck blast has risen to
98 after more bodies were recovered from the wreckage on Monday. The
head of the regional emergency agency reported that at least 69 people
are receiving treatment in hospitals. The incident occurred on Saturday in
Dikko, northern Niger State, when a petrol truck overturned and exploded.
People who had gathered to scoop fuel from the wreckage were killed in
the blast. According to the Niger State Emergency Management Agency, as
many as 80 victims were buried in a mass grave at a health center in Dikko
over the weekend. After clearing the wreckage, an additional 12 bodies
were discovered on Monday. This accident is the deadliest since a similar



incident in Jigawa State in October, which killed 147 people.
