NT. US-PLANE CRASH

US President Donald Trump confirmed that there were no survivors in
the midair collision between an American Airlines flight, carrying 64 people,
and a US Army Black Hawk helicopter in Washington, DC. Speaking at a
news conference at the White House tonight, President Trump stated that
the cause of the crash is still under investigation. Expressing the nation’s
grief, he said, their hearts are shattered, and the country is in mourning.

The crash, which occurred near Ronald Reagan National Airport,
involved an American Airlines regional jet with 64 people aboard and a US
Black Hawk helicopter carrying three soldiers. No survivors have been
found. The recovery operation is ongoing, with 28 bodies recovered so far
from the the freezing-cold Potomac River. While the investigation is in its
early stages, President Trump speculated that the hiring of unqualified air
traffic controllers might have contributed to the crash. The President stated
that the American Airlines flight, en route from Wichita, Kansas, was 'doing
everything right." However, he described the helicopter’s positioning as
'unbelievably bad', adding that it was in the wrong place at the wrong time.

The victims included a group of figure skaters, coaches, and family
members returning from a training camp in Wichita. The Kremlin confirmed
that two former Russian figure skaters, Evgenia Shishkova and Vadim
Naumov, were on board the flight, along with other Russian nationals.

The Pentagon and Army have launched an investigation into the
incident, and the National Transportation Safety Board is leading the probe.

Meanwhile, the Kremlin confirmed that two renowned former Russian
figure skaters, Evgenia Shishkova and Vadim Naumov, were on board the
passenger plane. Kremlin spokesman Dmitri Peskov also stated that other
Russian nationals were aboard the crashed flight.

The weightlifting competition at the 38th National Games kicked off
today in spectacular fashion in Uttarakhand, with Chhattisgarh emerging as
a formidable contender, winning two gold medals. However, Maharashtra
led the overall medal tally with six medals, including one Gold, one silver
and four bronze. In the women’s 45kg category, Kerala’s Sufna Jasmin
won gold by lifting a total of 159 kg, while Maharashtra’s Dipali Gursale
secured silver by lifting 151 kg. Madhya Pradesh’s Rani Nayak took bronze
by lifting 146 kg. In the men’s 55kg category, Chhattisgarh’s Vijay Kumar
claimed gold with a total of 248 kg, matching the national clean-and-jerk
record.

In the men’s 61kg category, Ch. Rishikanta Singh of the Services
Sports Control Board won gold by lifting 273 kg. Maharashtra’s Sanket
Mahadeva Sargar claimed silver by lifting 259 kg, while Shubham Tanaji
