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PREZ R DAY ADDRESS (EMBARGOED TILL PREZ SPEECH IS OVER)

President Droupadi Murmu today stated that ‘One Nation One
Election’ Bill introduced in Parliament promises to redefine the terms of
good governance. She said ‘One Nation One Election’ plan can promote
consistency in governance, prevent policy paralysis, mitigate resource
diversion, and reduce financial burden. In her address to the nation on the
eve of Republic Day, President Murmu observed that reforms of such
magnitude require an audacity of vision.



President Murmu said that country has been witnessing concerted
efforts to change many relics of a colonial mindset which has persisted
among Indian people since 1947. She underlined that the decision to
replace the Indian Penal Code, the Code of Criminal Procedure and the
Indian Evidence Act with the Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita, the Bharatiya
Nagarik Suraksha Sanhita and the Bharatiya Sakshya Adhiniyam was
amongst the most noteworthy of such efforts. She pointed out that the
new criminal laws place the delivery of justice instead of punishment at the
centre of the criminal justice system. She also said that the new laws grant
top priority to countering crimes against women and children.

The President noted that the Constitution has become a living
document because civic virtues have been part of people’s moral compass
for millennia. She said it has guided the path of India’s progress for 75
years now. She expressed gratitude to Dr. BR Ambedkar, who chaired the
Drafting Committee, and other distinguished members of the Constituent
Assembly for bequeathing the people with this document.

President Murmu highlighted that the Constituent Assembly had
representatives from all parts and all communities of the country. She said
it had 15 women, including stalwarts such as Sarojini Naidu, Rajkumari
Amrit Kaur, Sucheta Kripalani, Hansaben Mehta and Malati Choudhury. She
was happy to note that when women’s equality was only a distant ideal in
many parts of the world, Indian women were actively contributing in
shaping the destiny of the nation.

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HOUTHI RELEASE :

In a significant humanitarian gesture, Yemen's Houthi rebels
unilaterally released 153 war detainees today. The International Committee
of the Red Cross (ICRC) supported the operation, which aimed to bring
relief and joy to families who have been anxiously waiting for the return of
their loved ones.

The ICRC said that it welcomes this unilateral release as another
positive step towards reviving negotiations under the Stockholm
Agreement.

The release of conflict-related detainees in Sanaa was supported by



an ICRC team, following a request from the National Committee for
Prisoners Affairs. The detainees were among those who had previously
received regular visits by the ICRC in Sanaa, as part of its detention work
which seeks to ensure humane treatment and conditions for all those held
in relation to conflict.

Prior to the release, ICRC medical staff assessed the health condition
of the detainees, determined their fitness for road travel and provided
individual travel arrangements for those who required additional support.

The ICRC is a neutral, impartial and independent organisation with
an exclusively humanitarian mandate that stems from the Geneva
Conventions of 1949. It helps people around the world affected by armed
conflict and other violence, doing everything it can to protect their lives
and dignity and to relieve their suffering, often alongside its Red Cross and
Red Crescent partners.

ISRAEL GAZA DEAL:

Hamas has released four female Israeli soldiers held in Gaza as part
of the ceasefire agreement, handing them over to Red Cross officials in
Palestine Square in Gaza City. Karina Ariev, Daniella Gilboa, Naama Levy
and Liri Albag, who appeared to be in good conditions and each carried a
bag, were seen smiling as they waved to the crowd in Gaza City’s Palestine
Square.

This is the second exchange under the ceasefire deal between Israel
and Gaza. This deal is set to build the foundation for a permanent end to
the war in Gaza.

Under the terms of the ceasefire deal between Israel and Hames,
Hamas is to free 33 hostages over the course of six weeks in return for
hundreds of Palestinian detainees.

The ceasefire halted the war, which began when Hamas attacked
Israel on 7th of October 2023. <><><>
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
