IMD-WEATHER

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast light to
moderate rainfall and snowfall activity over Jammu-Kashmir, Ladakh-Gilgit-
Baltistan-Muzaffarabad during the next 3-4 days. The similar condition is



expected in Himachal Pradesh and Uttarakhand till Saturday. The IMD said
that light to moderate rainfall is very likely over Punjab, Haryana, Uttar
Pradesh, Rajasthan, Vidarbha, Madhya Pradesh and Chhattisgarh during
the next 5 days.

The weather agency said that a cyclonic circulation lies over
northeast Assam in lower tropospheric levels. Under its influence, light to
moderate rainfall is very likely over Arunachal Pradesh, Assam and
Meghalaya till Saturday.

IMD has also said that dense to very dense fog conditions in night
hours will continue in some parts of Uttar Pradesh, West Bengal, coastal
Odisha, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal and Sikkim till 1st February.
Meanwhile, some parts of the National Capital region witnessed a thin layer
of fog this morning.

CRICKET

In Men’s cricket, India will face England in the fourth T20
International match at Maharashtra Cricket Association Stadium in Pune,
tomorrow. The match is scheduled to begin at 7 pm.

In the third T20 International match, England defeated India by 26
runs at Niranjan Shah Stadium in Rajkot, Gujarat on Tuesday. Despite this
loss, the Suryakumar Yadav-led Indian side still leads the five-match series
2-1.

In the ICC Under-19 Women’s T20 World Cup, defending champions
India will face England in their semifinal match at Bayuemas Oval in Kuala
Lumpur tomorrow. The match is scheduled to start at 10:30 AM IST.

On the other hand, South Africa will take on Australia in their semi-
final match, which is scheduled to start at 12:00 PM IST at the same
venue.

The winners of both semi-finals will then meet in the final on Sunday.

India and South Africa topped their respective groups without a loss,
with India winning all their four matches in Group 1 and getting eight
points, whereas South Africa won three matches and one ended in a no-
result, giving them seven points.

On the other hand Australia ended in second place in Group 1 with
three wins and a loss, giving them six points, while England ended at
number two with two wins and two no results, giving them six points.

Israel and Hamas are poised to conduct their third hostage-prisoner
exchange today, as part of an ongoing ceasefire agreement aimed at de-
escalating the Gaza conflict. The exchange will see the release of three
Israeli captives identified by Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu’s office
alongside five Thai nationals held in Gaza. A fourth exchange is reportedly
scheduled for the coming weekend.

The ceasefire, which came into effect on January 19, is contingent
upon the release of Israeli hostages taken during Hamas's October 7, 2023,
attack. In return, Israel has agreed to release 1,900 individuals,
predominantly Palestinians, currently held in Israeli custody. The
agreement marks a significant step toward reducing tensions in the region.
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
