PARL-PRESIDENT ADDRESS (EARLY)

President Droupadi Murmu has said that her government is working
with unprecedented pace for the development of the country and welfare
of the people. The President was addressing the joint sitting of the Lok
Sabha and the Rajya Sabha in the Parliament House on the first day of the
Budget Session today.



Highlighting various schemes of the government, the President said
that it has been decided to expand the Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana to
provide new houses to three crore additional families across the country.

She said the Dharti Aba Janjati Gram Utkarsh campaign has been
started for five crore tribal people. She said that her government, under
the Ayushman Bharat Scheme, has decided to provide health insurance to
Six crore senior citizens aged 70 years or above.

The President said that her government has placed special focus on
the education of youth and creating new employment opportunities. She
added that one crore youth will be provided internships in the top 500
companies of the country.

She said a modern education system is being provided to students
under the National Education Policy. On women empowerment, she said,
the government is working with the vision of women-led development. She
said, Banking and Digi Payment Sakhis are playing an instrumental role in
the financial inclusion.

Highlighting the initiatives taken to build a robust digital
infrastructure in the country, the President said, her government has used
digital technology as a tool for social justice and equality. She added that
the India Al Mission has been started in the field of Artificial Intelligence.
She also lauded the digital payment system saying that small shopkeepers
are getting benefit from this. Expressing concern over the rising cases of
cybercrime, she said that her government is taking concrete measures to
curb cyber frauds.

The President said, the Udhampur-Srinagar-Baramulla rail link project
has been completed and now the country will be connected by railway line
from Kashmir to Kanyakumari.

WHO-SALT GUIDELINES

The World Health Organization (WHO) has released new guidelines
recommending the switch from regular table salt to potassium-enriched
salt substitutes as part of efforts to combat hypertension and related
cardiovascular diseases. The WHO's mission to lower sodium intake stems
from extensive research highlighting the health risks posed by excess
sodium consumption.

Excess sodium can lead to high blood pressure, which poses
significant risk for millions globally. Studies indicate approximately 1.9
million deaths annually are linked to high salt consumption, and
hypertension serves as the underlying factor for heart disease, stroke, and
kidney disorders. Interestingly, many people are unaware of their high
sodium intake, which averages around 4.3 grams per day, far exceeding
the WHO's recommendation of less than 2 grams.

TRUMP DE-DOLLARISATION

J&K TERRORIST

In Jammu and Kashmir, two terrorists have been killed in the
exchange of firing along LoC in Poonch district. Akashvani Jammu
Correspondent reports that the alert Army troops yesterday foiled an
infiltration attempt by a group of heavily-armed terrorists along the Line of
Control (LoC) in Khari Karmara area of Gulpur sector in Poonch district.
Alert Army troops picked up the movement of the terrorists trying to sneak
into this side from across the LoC, leading to a gunfight between the two
sides during which two terrorists were killed in the exchange of firing. Soon
after the firing, reinforcements rushed to the scene and a search operation



was launched in the area. The operation continued through the night. The
search of the area resulted in the recovery of a number of weapons and
warlike stores. The operation is underway and more details are awaited.
Searches are on to ensure that no other terrorists manage to sneak into
this side of the LoC. The terrorists who tried to infiltrate are believed to be
Pakistanis. Meanwhile, the security forces yesterday launched a cordon and
search operation following information about suspected movement of
terrorists in Doda district. The search operation was jointly launched by
police and CRPF in Dorhu, Basti and adjoining forest area in Bhaderwah.
The search operation was launched after some local residents noticed the
suspicious movement in the area and subsequently informed the police.
