India’s power sector has demonstrated resilience and commitment to
sustainable growth to ensure reliable, affordable, and clean enerqy for all.
The country's total installed power generation capacity has surged by more

than 83 per cent. It has increased from 249 Giga Watt in 2014 to 457 Giga
Watt in 2024. The country has successfully met an all-time maximum power

demand of 250 Giga Watt in the current financial year. India has also
registered significant growth in renewable enerqgy. Since 2014, one hundred
29 Giga Watt of renewable enerqgy capacity has been added, which includes
91 Giga Watt of solar power, 27 Giga Watt of wind power and 3.2 Giga Watt

of biomass. The central government has also finalized the National Electricity
Plan from 2023 to 2032 for Central and State transmission systems to meet a
